The anvil chorus is ready to
start the slow music and .sing the
southpaws' swan song, but the craftj
old portsider ha3 fooled his critics be-
fore, and he may repeat the trick ere
ho passes from the big league lime-
light into the ranks of the "also rans."

That "Plank is slipping" is an old,
old story now. For years the fans
have been waiting for this great left-
hander to "crack." Player-autho- rs

have predicted It and opposing batsmen
have awaited said cracking as "a con-
summation devoutly to he wished," yet
ever and anon the hoarv' old veteran
bobs up serenely, and while recruits
come and go the Philadelphia twirler
pitches. on and on, seemingly forever.

As in every preceding world's series,
where the 'Mackmen have been con-
tenders, this old southpaw is, bound to
be one of the principal factors as wellas Mack's cchief pithing reliance. fomatter how brillant a galaxy of pitch-
ing stars the- Athletics may includeamong their younger twirlers, on the
broad shoulders of .Plank and Bender
will all the burden of the slab work,
and on the effectiveness of this pair, :na great measure, depend Philadelphia's
chances for success.

In but one big series ' has Plankfailed to hold his own against thechampions of a rival league.. Thiswas away back in 1906, when the Ath-
letics met the Giants for the first time,
and the tall left hander opposing
Mathewson. who had entered fast com-
pany at the very same time as hisrival, was forced to lower his colors
twice to New Tork's "Big Six." Butsince then the Gettysburg veteran has
had his fill of revenge.

And it may be, remembered
tr'at during the big struggle last fall
fcr.th Plank and Matty, realizing the
flight of time, alike intimated that this
was their final meeting. And in all
probability, and especially through the
year's triumph of the Braves, this pair
will never clash in a world's series
again.

Much Depends on Plank.
In spite of Chief Bender's great

string of 13 consecutive victories th.s
year, it is generally believed that Plank
will prove Philadelphia's mainstay.
Even though the closing struggles of
the American league would seem to
mark a rapid decline in Eddie's ef-
fectiveness, the fact that left handed
pitching bothers the Boston Braves es-
pecially makes his selection as the
chief twirler most likely. What if the
old southpaw has been driven from the
rubber in many recent games and re-
lief twirlers found necessary? Plank
always has had the happy faculty of
risjng to tne occasion and showing his
best at the eleventh hour.

Crafty above all other southpaws,
with an uncanny knowledge of batters'
weaknesses, the' ability to work thecorners of the rubber with exceptional
skill, superb control and the power to
field his position with brilliancy. Plank
will undoubtedly prove 'worthy of thechoice when the great test comes. Al-
though the incentive furnished bv theopposition of his old rival. .Mathewsonmay be lacking, the realization thnt
this la undoubtedly his last appearance
as a world's series hero may add tohis great cunning and bolster up his
arm's waning strength in this his lastgreat entry. For Plank is tout human
aiter an, ana tne win and disposition
cannot always prevail when the salarvwing begins to suffer from the attacksof time.

From the standpoint of sentiment, as
wen as oi oaseoall common sense
Mack will be forced to start the Gettysburg veteran, even though two
clever young soutUpaws in Bresslerand Pennock are crazy to get into thefray; and the history of three big
world's series proves that old Eddiehas always been able to do his part
w n cauea upon.
