Faunce condemned "the perverted
philosophy of force," "the ' arrogant
militarism of Europe," and the the-
ories that would base all national
greatness on dreadnoughts and bat-
talions."

63,000 Ecclesiastics in Armies.

Never, he declares, has
a country been saved by its fortifica
tions, while there are those whose
fortresses have been their ruin.
