SPANISH MINISTER WARNED
ANTWERP OF BOMBARDMENT.

Germans Tried to Get American Minis-
ter to Act, But He Refused.

Washington, Oct. 12.—An official re-
port received here today describeg the
efforts of the German military authori-
ties at Brussels to send word through
the American legation to the people of
Antwerp of the intended bombardment

Whitlock to transmit the notificatioa
which, under article 26 of The Hagne
convention, an invading force is obliged
to give to the people of a clty about to
be bombarded. Mr. Whitlock refused
to present the communication, desiring
in accordance with the strict neutrality
of the United States not to be the
bearer of military messages to any of
the belligerents. The Germans insist-
ed that all other means of communi-
cation had failed. The Spanish min-
ister, who w=mns in conference with Mr,
Whitlock when the representations
were made, finally declded to send the
Spanish naval attache to Antwerp with
the notification. =

IN VICINITY OF KILLINGLY, STER-
LING AND PLAINFIELD

500 MEN FIGHT FLAMES

Already Thousands of Dollare’ Damage
Has Been Done—At Midnight Sky
for Miles Around Was Aglow With
Refiection of the Flames.

Panielson, Conn., Oct. 12.—Extensive
forest fires are sweeping over Eastern
Connecticut tonight_ especially in the
vicinity of the towns of Killingly, Ster-
ling and Plninfleld. Aiready thousands
of doliars’ damage has heen done and
hundreds of acreas of valuable timber
land burned over. A volunteer force
of mearly 600 men is making heroic
efforts to conquer the flames, so far
with but little success.

Nearly a Dozen Separate Fires.

It is estimated here tonight that
there are nearly a dogen separate fires,
some of them having a front of from
one te three miles, It has not ralned
for eight weeks and the dry leaves in
the forests, make ready fuel. To-
night, at the midnight hour, the sky.
for miles around was aglow with the
refiection of the fiames, and the streets
of the borough were filled with smoke.

Hurry Call for Velunteers.
