PUBLIC ACCOUNTANT'S
BILL WAS FOR $545

In Thames River Specialties Co. Re-
ceivership—Hearing Before Judge
Shumway.

In the superfor court at New Lon-
on on Tuesday morning, Judee Mil-
ton A. Shumway held a hearing on the
account of Maunsell Van Rensselasar
of New London as temporary reocelver
of the Thames River Specialties Co.
Mr. Van Rensselaer was temporary
receiver of the company for about two
weeks before he was succeaded by At-
torney Danicl M. Cronin, who is now
acting in that capacity. A hearing on
the saccount of Attorney Cronin, ms
temporary receiver, scheduled for
Tuesday morning, was not held.

At the hearing Tuesday thers wWas
a hear only on allowing & claim of
$545 pald to Amoa D. Albee of Boston,
a public accountant, who made up the
account of Mr. Van Rensselaer as tem-
porary receiver. A portion ~of the
claim was paid by Mr. Van Rensselaer
and another portion was pald later by
Receiver Cronin.

Mr. Albee testified that he was a,
certified public accountant and that he
had been familiar with the affairs of
the Thames River Speciaities Co, since
its organization, having helped to in-
stall the accounting system there. In
June and July he had been employed
by Mr Van Rensseluer to close up his
accounts as temporary receiver. He
had been employed at the work 114
hours, 76 nours in June and 38 hours
tn July, making a total of 114 hours
In June he had submitted a biil for
$325 for services and $50 for railroad,
hote! and other expenses and in July
he had rendered another bill of $¥60
for services and $20 for expenses.
Both bills had been paid, Mr. Van
Rensse'ner paving the first bill of
$275 and Repeiver Cronin pa

1bi1l of $170. His charge was the

rate of $4.17 an hour, which is the
customary charge for this kind of
work., During the year 1911 and 1913
he had recsived 31,200 for services
trom the Thames River Speciaities Co.,
which inecluded expenses.
Mr. Albee testified that he had been
an applicant for the position of tem-
porary received of the company, mak-
ing the application at the request of
Horatlo Bigelow, president of the com-
pany, and C, Hadini Hull. He stated
that he was not familisr with the
conditions of the company at that
time until Informed by Mr. Bigelow. .
The arguments on the malter werd
not made, Judge Shumway informing
counsel that he would hear the argu-
ments at some future Um}. Al
Geary appeared for the msjority stoak-
ho'ders and Attorney C. Hadlal Hull
represented Mr. Van Rensselaer and
the minority stockholders.
