Central America is a part of this

hemisphere on which attention has
been focused- within the past few
years because of the construction and
completion of the Panama canal. With
the country in the immediate neighv
borhood of the canal everyone is
familiar because of the infinite number
of magazine articles, books, etc.. pub-
lished about the canal itself.
