' i MISSING TWO WEEKS

Horace S. Bickford Thought to Have
Become Affected in Mind by Sick-
nessEngaged to Norwich Young
Woman.

Circulars from a well known de-
tective agency are now in the hands
of all New England police headquar-
ters offering a reward for information
that will lead to the finding of Horace
S. Bickford, who disappeared from
his home, Somerville." Mass., on Tues-
day, October 20th, and has not been,
seen since. It is presumed that his
mind has fceen affected by illness.

For a time after he had disappeared
a quiet search was made in the ef-
fort to locate him, but when this pro-
duced no results it was decided to en-
list the services of the police gener-
ally and the notices of his dlsappear-anv- e

have been received here.
Mr.-- Bickford was Bhortly to have

been married to Miss Maude E. Allen
of this city, n- the morning of the
day that he disappeared he escorted'
her to, the South station, Boston,
where she took a train to come to
this city to visit her parents, Mr.
and Mr3. W. Smith Allen, of No. 26
Main street, in final preparation for
her approaching marriage.

Almost the. last thing that he said
to her. it is understood, referred to
their marriage that was so soon . to
take place. It was about 8 o'clock on
the morning of Tuesday, October 20th
that they parted and the next morn-
ing she received a telegram from his
mother in Somerville that he had dis-
appeared without leaving a trace of
where he m'ght be found.

Miss Allen returned at once to Som-
erville to be with Mr. Bickford' s moth-
er and sister there..

It . is known that on the night of the
day before he disappeared he had
complained that something was, the
matter with his head and friends had
noticed before that that something
seemed to have been troubling him.
but had not been able to find out what
it was.

The circular from the detective
agency, which offers a $50 reward,
gi'-"-s the followine description:

Horace ,S. Bickford, of Somerville,
Slass. Age E5 years; height 5 feet
9-- lu inches; weight ISO pounds com-
plexion dark, dark hair, slim "build.
lari: eyes, close cropped dark mous
tache. When last seen "he wore, a--
light weight overcoat, black, derby
derby hat, dark sack coat, striped
trr-er- : on insire of coat pocket is
name of Clark, .tailor; wore diamond
ring: on right hand; wore spectacles,
rimidsa Sold. ,

Mr. Bickford was a clerk in a law-
yer's office in Boston.

John O'G roar's House.
John O Oroat was the reputed build-

er of the John O'Groat bouse, the ruins
of which are still pointed ont at Dun-
can's Bay Head, on the northernmost
point of the mainland of Scotland.
Tradition is not entirely agreed as to
the personality of John O'Groat. One
legend states that be was a poor man
who. used to- - ferry passengers over to
the Island of Storma for a groat. But
the most popular story makes him the
descendant of a Hollander, De Groot,
who in the reign of James IV. settled
In the vicinity, and it goes on to tell
how John and bis seven cousins would
yearly meet to celebrate the memory
of their ancestor and have a yearly
Qaarrel over the Question of preced-
ence until finally - John invented a
method of settling the. difficulty. He
built an eight elded house of oae room,
with eight windows and eight. doors,
and an octagonal able1n the center of
the room, bo that all might enter simul-
taneously, each to his own door, and
tbera might be no head of the table.

Pint Game Law,
The first "game law" for the protec-

tion of wild animals and birds was en-
acted in 1068 by William the Conquer-
or. This decree of the Norman king
was called a forest law, but Its princi-
pal purpose was tha prenervatioa of
game. Forfeiture of property was
made the penalty for killing or dis-
abling any kind of wild beast, wbJl
the slayer of a stag, buck or bear, if
convicted, had bis eyes pat oat. Thess
laws, of eourte, applied only to the
masses, sjace the royalty and nobility
were permitted to kill as nea as they
pleased. Ia fact, the principal purpose
of the pioneer "jatce law? was to pro-
vide sport for the few. The first par-
liamentary same law In Seglasd was
passed la 1436. Oitzte laws 1b Ameri-
ca have become tnersastnaSy strict of
late yean, btit tteey weta adapted too
late to save maar cpeies. notably the
buffalo, from atisost complete extinc-
tion.
