The Eastern association, witH which
the - Pawcatuck Seventh-Da- y Baptist
church of Westerly Is affiliated, has
five missionary pastorates, the first
three being ng Cumber-
land, orth Carolina; First Westerly, at
Dunn's Corners; Second Westerly, at
Bradford; Marboro, liew Jersey; Ital-
ian church, formerly of New Tork city,
now at New Era, New Jersey.

The First and Second Westerly
churches have been without a regular
pastor during the past conference year,
but have m&inntained the Babbath
school and occasional preaching serv-
ice. Since last May, the First West-
erly church has employer Re.v E.rA.
Witter, pastor of Second Hopkinton
church, to preach on alternate Satur-
day afternoons The Second church
has had the services of Secretary E.
B. Saunders, whe.n not away on field
service.
