Connecticut tackles its problem
somewhat later than other states and
it must devote every energy to the
restriction of the disease to a few
localities as poaslMe. The spreading

.of the contagion fcas not been (pre
vented and now the task arises of
holding it to its present confines. This
calls for ana should receive the heart-
iest cooperation upon the part of all
cattle owners. It is for their interest
that the disease should be quickly and
effectually stamped out. The fewer

af?es the less will the. meat and the
mj'k. supply of"the state be affected and
not only the cattle owners, bnt every
householder Is interested therein.

Prompt and efficient methods should
accomplish a great deal. Every sus-
pected rase should he. given the ear-
liest investigation (possible.

When the provision was planed in

the nsw tariff bill providing for au re-
bate of "Ave per. cent, on the duties
of all goods brought into thl country
in American bottom it was done for
the purpose of Indirectly aiding the
American merchant marine. Imme-
diately it ran op against the treaty
provisions with d liferent nations for
as an addition to the rebate clause it
was (provided that it could not be so
constructed a toNabrogate or affect
the provisions of any treaty between
the United States and any foreign, na-
tion. Conflict with treaties appeared
at once. Difference of opinion exist-
ed among official and an appeal was
taken to the United States court of

natoms appeals by twenty-nin-e for
eign countries. The outcome of the
hearing thereon thus causes interest
both at home and abroad.

Even additional concern is stimu
lated by the change in the American
registry laws and the increase in the
number of American vessels. Such not
only causes greater foreign opposi
tion, but It also creates more com
plications at home. The administra
tion has experienced a large falling
off in revenue as the result of the tar-
iff changes which it has put into ef
fect. Such a decrease has made it
necessary to impose a war tax, but
with the revenue already too small
should it be determined that tbe five
per cent, rebate is to be turned over
to the American ships engaged in fof-eig- n

THE AUDACIOUS.

It is Rainrel that the British should
be reluctant to flash to the world the
destrsction'Of one of its best vessels,
but it is pracTicilly certain that had
it been sonic by a. German submarine
thsra would have pbeen eagerness "upon
the Salt of Berlin to make known the
accompltebment. The natural suppo-
sition therefore is that the warship
struck a mine with fatal restIts, re-
gardless of who may hav placed it
and thus proving that such vessels,
almost the last word in naval archi-
tecture, are by no means invulnerable.
Though they may- - not be sunk as
quickly as maller vessels, they- - are
nevertheless in dangerous territory
when they approach a mine field or
encounter such instrument sofdest ruc-
tion afloat.

The terror which the mtne. and the
submarine are to a navy has been
fully demonstrated but the tremendous
responsibility which goes with the
planting of mines In the ocean where
passenger or neutral ships are as like-
ly to toe blown up as the naval ves-
sels . cannot be overlooked.

THE WAR PRIMER
By National Geographic Society

East Prussia is one of the sternest
regions of civilized Europe. From the
shores of the Baltic southward there
is a great sweep of even sands, anddreary, much of it uncheered even by
the relieving green of the forest. Fin-
ally the sand wastes end and the lake
country, covering the southern half of
we province.begins. ,

East Prussia lies beyond the beatenpath of the army of tourists who
heretofore annually have invaded Germany. A few irregulars, among them
conscientious students of things Ger-
man, American buyers of such ware as
amber, and some who went to rest- -
filtered through to the curt hospitality
or tne -- russian plain, if they re
mained long enousrh to catch sonrie
what of its spirit, they learned to love
its sternness. For nature is coldlvfrugal in East Prussia, producing
bounteous' grain and potato yields
rrom ner aun-coior- ed sandy soils onlv
in repayment of intense, unremittant
labor: and she seems jealous of even
the meagre variety of her Dine and
flr forests, few and always the same
m tne north, save where, at rare in
tervals, they are brightened up by
the glistening bark of the silver birch.

Amid such uncompromising sur- -
luuuuuits, ic is Dm natural mat nrm
Jawed men and women, earnest, labor
ious, unbending, and. above all be
lievers in duty, should be found. Andas a rule, the people of East Prussia.peasant and Junker (gentleman farmer), are-a- s unyielding and simple as
tne iana in which they live.

Somewhere around this area, cer-
tain scholars hold, the Indo-German- ic

race began its conquest of a world
and its tasK of accumulating an Indi
and and Western culture. No fittercountry could be imagined for the disciplining of a people to sacrifice ef-
fort and determination.

Koenigsberg is the capital of thisprovince. It is the central market forme grams, potatoes and commercial
alcohol produced in East Prussia, and.
to an increasing extent, it has served
as a commission market for th nrn
duce of neighboringr'Russian sovern- -
ments. This city is most widely known
through its university, and most of
that institution's fame centers arounda brilliant teacher of about a cen

conscience.
