Assets $112.241.

Countv Commissioners E. H. Hall,
Li. K. Smith and F. O. Davis are to
be credited with fine management of
the county's affairs during the fiscal
year, as shown by the figures con-
tained in -- their annual report. Rev-
enues at the jail have been especially
heavy and the institution continues to
be the model for the state, if not for
all New England, as to careful, suc-
cessful management.

The county's assets are shown to
be $112,241.90, represented in build-
ings, law' library, building equipment,
etc. The liabilities outstanding orders
(temporary loans) are only $2,000..

The past year the jail revenues to-
talled jlS.128.03, the expenditures on
account of the institution 115.22fl.85.
This leaves a balance of $2,89.18 in
favor of the jail, fine showing.
The earnings by prisoners amounted
to $6,613.37. This does not include the
work done by them on the farm, which
figured largely in the production of
revenue.
