MESSAGES WILL PAY TAX.

Company Announces Its Plan to Col
lect the Government Charge. -

The local exchange manager of the'
Southern New England Telephone
company announced triday- - that, be-
ginning on Tuesday, Dec. 1, the com-
pany's operators would be compelled
to collect the federal war tax from allpersons passing telephone calls or
sending telegrams from public ' pay
stations where the charge exceeded 15
cents. This is in accordance with the
law called the emergency revenue law
passed by. congress and signed by thepresident of the L'nied States on Oct.
22, 1914.

It was explained to a representative
of this paper that the law requires
that the company collect a tax of. one
cent, in addition' to the regular charge
for the message, where that charge
amounts to 15 cents or over. The com-
pany then reports, monthly, - to the
collector if internal revenue in each
district and pays over the penny, per
Call tax that has been collected in this
manner. , .

The telephone company, expecting
fair treatment from Its patrons In thismatter, will Instruct Its operators to
advise public telephone users, when
the charge for the message or tele-
gram is 15 cents or over, what the rate
is, adding the' request that the calling
party have ready the additional one
cent for the federal tax. . When the
connection has been established thecustomer will be requested to drop in
the regular charge for the message andthen the penny for the tax. The oper-
ator will advise that this be dropped In
the 25-ce- nt slot.

The collection of the one cent taxon all messages and telegrams costing
ls cents or over from subscribers
stations will be Included on the regular
bills sent out by the company. It was
stated that at this time It was impos-
sible to comoute what this tax wouldamount to In the local exchange.

Capt. Thomas E. Welles.
Capt. Thomas Everett Welles, a for-

mer mayor of Pensacola, FUu, and a
brother of Mrs W. Ray Lewis of New
London, died on Thursday at Cam-
bridge, Mass. ' Captain Welles was 68
and was born at Old Mystic For over
25 years he had been engaged In the
fisheries industries in Florida, He had
been ill for nine weeks.
