- During the Civil
war he had served on the ship Con-
gress and. later during the war serv
ed" on the South Atlantic blockading
squadrons. lie had done duty . on
American naval stations all over the
world, had been president of the Navy
War college at Newport and ' during
tne war witn Spain was- - a' bihly
valued member of the Naval Board of
Strategy. In 1899 he-wa- s a delegate
