LATEST REPORTS FROM
BRIGADIER GENERAL BLISS

Declare Mexican Generals Have Not
" Moved Their Forces.

Washington. Dec. 17. Secretary Gar
rison conferred with President Wilson
tonisrht. ivinjr him the latest reports
from Brigadier General Bliss on the
situation at Jaco. Arts-- where tne po
posing Mexican generals have not yet
moved their forces so as to avoid firing
into American territory.

The reports showed that the condl
tion a had undergone no apparent
change, although there was little firing
in evidence. -

While the United States government
is determined if necessary, to open
lire on the Mexican forces to compel
them to stop shooting into the stato
of Arizona,' it was learned tonight that
no decisive action was planned, pend
ing the efforts of Brigadier General
Hugh Scott, chief of staff ' of the
United States, now en route to ruaco.
to influence the two factions to adjust
the situation.
Believe Hostilities Will Be Avoided,
' The general belief in official quarters

tonieht was that some satisfactory un
derstanding would be reached which
would make unnecessary any nostnities
by the six batteries of artillery, three
reeiments of infantry and eleven troops
of cavalry which have been stationed
there by the Washington government
to take defensive steps- - against the
Mexican factions.

Until there is
definite understanding of the whole
situation, it is thought General Bliss
has warned General Hill not to take
the offensive . which . would draw the
fire of the Maytorena troops.

Passed Money to a Confederate.
Thirteen thousand and one hundred

dollars was missing as the result of
the bank robberlea and the police are
confident that Hohl. In his wild au-
tomobile .dashes, managed to pass this
money to some confederate.

Seized $8,000 in a Bank. .

Hold's last outlawry started short
Iy after 10 a. m. today when he en
tered the West. End branch of the
Provident Savings Bank and Trust
company. Eighth and PYeeman avenue,
fired two shots at Cashier Edward
Hughes, seized $3,000 in . currency,
backed out. jumped into, & waiting
automobile which had . been stolen.
and disappeared. Cashier Hughes fired
at the. robber," but-hi- shots did not
take effect.

$5,100 from Another Bank.
While the police' were searching for

the. bandit more than an hour later;
he entered the Liberty Bankinir and

o,l00 in currency, ran to his auto
mobile and again fled. The shots went
so close to. Winters that he was pow
der-burne- d, but other than suffering
from the shock be was uninjured.

; Mortally Wounds a Policeman. .

Almost two hours later Harry Buck
snorn, wnose motner r conducts --jan
apartment house on West Ninth stree:
informed the police of the resemblance
of a man who rented a room there
yesterday with a description given of
the bandit, 'when taree tMjlicemen
arrived at the room and knocked the
door was suddenly thrown open and
the bandit opened fire. He then rush
ed past the officers, one of whom. Po-
liceman .Edward Kaoul, was
mortally wounded. '

Wrecked Auto in "Effort to Escape.
The - desperado again entered the

automobile, which was standing at a
nearby eorner, but in rounding a cor
ner the machine .crashed into a tele-
graph , pole and was wrecked.

Fell with Four Bullet Wounds.'

He was identified by Cashier
Hughes of the Provident bank as the
man who had robbed his bank.

TO MAKE NAVY EFFICIENT

Enough to Cope with a Hostile Fleet,
' .Asserts Admiral Fiske.'

Washington, Dec. 17. Five yeafc-- s

will be required to put, the United
States navy. in. the-- highest state of
efficiency to meet a hostile foreign
fleet, according to a statement made
today by Rear Admiral Fiske before
the fcouse navaJ- eHmlttee-Thrd- r
mlral," who is chief of the bureau hi
operatidne, 7nember of the general
board and a former president of the
naval institute,- - said that, the .; navy
now was deficient in aircraft, mines,
scout cruisers, torpedo boat destroy
ers, submarines and in number of.
trained officers and men and had no
mine sweepers. .
- Members of the committee were par-
ticularly interested in Admiral. Fiske's
views as to the possibility of foreign
aircraft dropping bombs upon Amer-
ican cities. Responding to questions
he expressed the opinion that an at-
tacking fleet might begin sending' its
airships on bomb-droppi- ng - flights
over New York from a range of 500
or 800 miles off the coast.
. One foreign navy, which ' was .' not
named, the admiral 'said was more
efficient rthan the American fleet in
gunnery This he declared, however,
was so only because the American
marksmen had not been given ade-quate opportunity for practice.

In speaking of - the ."highest'.' state
of efficiency," the officer explained that
he had in mind the state of a. .certain
unnamed .power whose 'Officers and
men have inbred the. spirit of a mil-
itary nation. .

I doubt if in five years' time we
could get the navy up to . a state 'of
the highest efficiency". he said. '"That
is to. the efficiency that, one of --the
navies .of Europe now has. I have
even heard some officers say it was
aououui u it were possible, to. bring
il uji tu. au 10 mat nigneet emciency.

Six trained
lions escaped from their cage on the
stage of an East Eighty-sixt- h street
vaudeville theater today and, bound-
ing into the audience, consisting prin-
cipally of women and children, caused
a panic -

Lion in Crowded" Street.
One lioness, Alice, the largest of the

troupe, escaped Into a crowded street.
Policemen pursued her into the hall-
way of a nearby apartment house and
in shooting at her probably fatally
wounded a comrade, Sergeant Daniel
Glenn. Two other officers were slight-- ,

ly wounded by the claws of the beast
in a battle at close range

. Many in Audience Transfixed.
At sight of the lions, hundreds of

persons in the theatre tied, screaming,
to. the exits. Mothers, delayed . by
gathering up their children, crowded
into corners and places of supposed
safety. Scores . fainted, and many,
numbed by the sight of the animals
among them, sat transfixed in their
seats. .

;

Only One Beast Shewsd Ferocity.
With the. exception of Alice, none of

the beasts displayed great ferocity. A
few persons --who got in their paths
were scratched, but none of them was
seriously hurt. -

Reamed Ovsr,Theatre fpr an Hour.
Five of the animals still were loose

Lin the theatre vhen the last of .the
audience escaped. In - their rush to
safety, spectators left all - kinds of
wearing apparel and personal belong-
ings. Then for an hour the beasts
roamed over the house from gallery
to basement. But when they finally
were rounded "up in the lobby and
driven into-thei- r shipping box none of
them was injured. ,

Three Arrests for Fslinious Assault,
Three arrests, charges being felonious

assault, pending the outcome of the
Injuries of the wounded persons, were!
made. Those in custody are La Belle
Andree, the lions' trainer; C. A. Turn-quie- t,

their keeper, and George H.
Hamilton, manager of the attraction.
The lions were owned by Francis
Ferari, a showman who had been ex-
hibiting them at carnivals during the
summer.

Lions Were Being Transferred.
The animal act had been completed

and a song, and dance quartette held
the stage In front the first drop when
the lions escaped. They were about
to be transferred from the steel ex-

hibition cage to their shipping box at
the time. N

Lien Peered at Singing Quartette.
According "to Turnqulst, they became

excited, ' rushed out of the eteel cage,
and, knocking their shipping box aside,
were free behind the scenes. Madame
Andree screamed, Turnquist grabbed a
whip, cracked it loudly and shouted at
the lions, and frightened actors and
actresses and theatre attaches began
climbing stairwaya. - One of the lions
walked into the wings and peered at
the quartette. The singing ceased
abruptly.

Singer Started Sole. '

As the singers started to retreat into
the wings, Detective Peter Cahill, who
was in the audience, saw the Hon and
shouted to the entertainers to go on.
One singer returned and began a solo.
Suddenly a lion came into full view
and all control of the audience was
lost.
Orchestra Played Until Lions Were In

Pit.
The orchestra, nevertheless, contin-

ued to play. The first lion ambled up.
on the stage, then a second, and In a
minute more several - of them were
clambering into stage boxes and out
into the audience. Still the orchestra
kept playing, until several lions came
right down into the pit. Then the mu-
sicians fied under, the stage.

Number , ef Different Versions. . '
Almost everybody in the audience

later had a different version of what
the animals did af.ter they got among
the crowd, but nearly all accounts
agree that they did not live up to the
dangerous name of the "king of
beasta.' Edward J. Nltzburg aaid that
by the time be grasped the situation a
lion waa so near him that he thought it
best to alt still.

He carried out this plan and. al-
though the lion passed up and down
the' aisle near him six times, he waa
unharmed.

One Man Clawed. -

One of the tieaata caught up with
Mark MoDermott while ha was hurry
lng down an aisle mo he lay down., The
animal clawed him on the head and
his wound, appeared to be. the most
dangerous that any ot the beasts in-
flicted. He was taken to a hospital.

Firemen Rescue Women.''
The last of the audience to leavfc the

theatre . were .several women .found
seeped no in a second floor dressing

'room. They signalled firemen from a
nearby engine house, who carried them
down ladders to safety.
Llenesa Poked Her Head In-- a Saloon,

A' throng was gathered outside the
theatre when Alice emerged and tret-te- d

slowly across the street. One story
was that when she poked her head
