Kahn, who has been prominently iden
tified with the movement to promote
grand opera in English through the
medium of Century Opera Company,
has sent a letter of resignation to
tho board of directors of the Opera
company which the board will act up
on tomorrow, it was announced to-
night. Mr. Kahn in his letter praises
the work of the company - which he
says has amply vindicated its call to
exist. But he says for a variety of
reasons he has concluded it was best
that he retire for the time being from
active participation in the affairs ot
the company, to whose funds he has
alreaay personally contributed $o,
000.

Century Opera company and the City
Club committee on popular opera
stand. nOthe contrary, my interest
in this cause and my belief in its
value to the community continue un
abated and in due course of time I
shall be willing, if it is desired and
If corcumstances warrant, to become
again actively connected with it.
Meanwhile, I Bhall be prepared, it
needed, to duplicate any sucscription
which may be secured towards a fund
up to $50,000 a year for three years
to maintain popular priced opera in
English, a sum which I consider more
than sufficient because with succb
economies as can be effected without
detriment to any essentials of a
worthy and meritorious artistic stand
ard, the company ought, under gener
ally normal conditions to become very
nearly, it not entirely, self-susta- in

ing.

CONDITIONAL GIVING OF
ROCKEFELLER FOUNDATION

Is to Stimulate Institutions to Start
Campaigns to Raise Funds.

- New York, Dec. 20. Why tho gen
eral education board, founded by John
D. Rockefeller, makes It a policy to
give only a part of funds required by
a specific institution, is explained un
der the heading Conditional Giving, in
the third installment of a report out
lining in detail its policies and
achievements. The board says that,
as a result of it efforts, institutions
have themselves started campaigns to
raise additional sums and individuals
have made bequests in their wills for
their own institution.

"Up to June 1. 1914," says the re
port, "the general education board
made contributions to 103 colleges and
universities; to 19 of these it has made
a second appropriation. The sums
pledcred by the board amount to 1;

the institutions assisted have
themselves undertaken to raise addi-
tional sums aggregating almost

"Through the activities of tho board,
therefore, $50,384,323 will shortly have
been added to college and university
resource.

The report says that the gifts of the
board are only part of the sums which
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City, Believes That Conflict

This ehows that the sense" of
righteousness is stronger now than in
former generations. With only admir
ation for the German genius I think
the Germans have made a tatal mis
take, by underestimating the sense ot
righteousness in tho present day
humanity.

And we ourselves must
be prepared to be organized in such a
way that we should not only be able to
show the righteousness of our case fn
literary works, but to stand for our
rights, our liberty, and to defend them
with weapons in our hands aa our
forefathers have ' done In the time oi
Mcees and the Judges.

I hope that the Jewish genius will
arise in all Us might and if suh
small country as Montenegro whose
population equals the number of Jews
in Brownsville, N. Y., If such a coun
try can command tho respect of thepowers who vie for its friendshiD.
it is high time that the Jewish na-
tion, numbering 1,600,000 souls, and
having in its midst the most distin- -
gushed scientists, statesmen, journal
ists, artists, it is high time thai
this nation be able to reestablish its
old country and command the respect of the world.

It Is alleged that Frank Mallozi was
indebted to the amount of several hun-
dred dollars when he sold out to his
brother and among his creditors was
Scharmell & Co, of Boston, to whom
the sum of $240 waa due. The plain-
tiff allekes'that, an agent of Scharmell
& Co. agreed to take $25 monthly from
Frank Mallozi In settlement of the
debt, but before time for payment the
store was attached .for $240 and Sher-
iff Stanton served the papers. The
store wan closed and tho goods re-
moved to a Water street store. It is'
claimed that the goods inventoried at
$411.85 and ' the sale netted $276.70.
There were legal expenses of $125 and
there Is yet a balance due of $134.86
of the amount due the Boston firm.

Henry Draper, a noted astronomer,
long connected with Harvard univer-
sity, and numbered among her ances-
tors Capt. Amos Palmer, who took an
active part in the defense of Stoning-
ton, Conn., when it was bombarded by
the British in 1814. Her country home
was Wykaska, at Dobbs Ferry, N. Y.

- Mrs. Draper- - set aside a trust fund
of $50,000 for the library, to be used
for the benefit of 111 or aged employes.
$200,000 to be known as the John S.
Billings fund and used for the pur-
chase of .books, and not over $200,000
from the residuary estate.
