" The one big topio in baseball circles
locally as well as all over the coun-
try was the unexpected return of
Walter Johnson to the ranks of or-
ganized baseball and the consequent
discomfiture of th Fed a

Great as was the blow sustained a
fortnight ago when Wasington's pre-
mier pitcher quit the Senators, great-
er still was . the Jolt handed to the
Federal league through Johnson's de-
cision to return to Griff and , the
Washington club. Columns of free
advertising had been given " to the
"independents" through the supposed
desertion of Johnson, and the Fed-
erals were not backward irn playing
the situation to the limit.

Hard Blow to Feds.
And now that Johnson has decided

that his original - contract with the
Washington club was binding, the
temporary props have, been knocked
from under the outlaw leaguo and the
"bread and butter" league is .in an
even worse situation that when the
recent disastrous season closed. With
Johnson as a headliner, and the two
malcontents, Bender and Plank, es
widely advertised reinforcements ' to

$9,318, - while in baseball last spring
$9 318 was cleared. The $48,000 from
these two sports had to be applied to
track, crew and the minor sports
which do not make their running ex-
penses.

An interesting part of the report Is
the small amount Princeton .spent on
crew last spring, only $3,955 being ex-
pended.

LONGER SERIES COULD NOT.
KEEP INTEREST AROUSED.

New Sugestions Received' Little, Atten-
tion at Annual Meeting of National

- League. . - - ...
Although there has been considera-

ble informal discussion among- - organ-
ized baseball magnates regarding the
advisability of increasing the number
of games to be played in future world's
series, the club owners realize that the
proposition is one of many angles and
are slow to take official action In the
proposal. Two plans were suggested,
One called for nine games, of which
five were necessary to win the title and
with the players sharing in the receipts
of the first five played. The - other
proposition was for an eleven game
series, with six victories to clinch the
championship, the players to ahare in
the proceeds of the first five, or six
games. ,

These suggestions received but scant
attention at the annual meeting of the
National league held in New York re-
cently. The senior organization mag
nates discussed the plan in a casual
way without taking any action on. it.
One of the most prominent club own-
ers of" the National league in reviewing
the idea eaid that it was the general
opinion that the 1915 season would be
an inopportune period in which to at-
tempt baseball innovations. .Further
more, the plan involved a: number ot
puzzling obstacles which would have
to be removed before the nine or elev
en game series could be considered
feasible.

He pointed out that if two clubs
widely separated, such as' New York
and Chicago, for Instance, were to
play for the championship the allot-
ment of games would be a matter for
the mosc careful consideration. On the
nine game basis it appeared probable
tnat tne series would open in the city
winning the toss with three straight
games, after which the play would
shift to the rival grounds. Presuming
that the teams wert tied at the end of
six games with the added possibility
of bad weather and the extra days
needed lor travel,' it appeared ques-
tionable as to whether popular inter
est could be sustained to the point
where, the longer series would prove
much more profitable than the seven
game plan. .

That there Is a basis for this line of
reasoning- - is borne out by the records
of past world's series. Even after
making allowance for an increased in
terest ip the championship series of
recent years, the gate receipt figures
show that the final games of the long
drawn out series fail to approach the
receipts ot the earlier contests. Inpast world series where the title was
won in tour or five games tho receipts
each day were close to 100 per cent, of
tne pane capacity. Wherever the se-
ries ran into seven or eight games
there was a sharp slump in attend-
ance and resultant receipta In the
1S12 series there was a difference of
approximately $16,000 between the re-
ceipts of the seventh and eighth games.
In the 1911 games between the Giants
and Athletics the receipts decreased
with each game. The Detroit-Pittsbur- gh

series of 1909, in which the rival
clubs won alternating games un to the
seventh, failed to sustain interest, if
tne dox omoe returns furnish accurate
records. .

-

Careful observation has led the mag-
nates to the conclusion for the present
at least that the baseball public de-
sires a sharp, snappy world's series asa climax to the season. Long drawnout play, covering ten days or two
wtks, according to weather condi-
tions, appears to be a hazardous un-
dertaking under present circumstancesand it is extremely douottul if there
will be any effort to alter, during 1915,
the regulations now governing the
world's series.

Case of Rube Marquard.
Despite the assertion of PresidentRobert B. Ward of tho Brookfeds thathe has not decided to "return" RubeMarquard to the Giants, there, is hard-

ly a remote chance that the .lanky
southpaw will attempt to disregard
his New York contract and report atthe Brookfeds' training camp. The
failure of President Harry N. Hemp-
stead to acknowledge Mr. Ward's let-
ter in no way affects any legal rights
of the Giants to Marquard's services.
The letter writing part of the con-
troversy is entirely aside from thepoint at issue. If Marquard's agree-
ments with Mr. Hempstead personally
and the New York club have any
binding force, failure to answer a let-
ter will not weaken It. Marquard is
the only one who. must worry if Mr.
Ward decides to prevent him from
playing with the Giants. This might
be accomplished by taking personal
action against the pitcher for his re-
cent actions. Under the conditions it
is hardly possible) to prove the Fed-
eral league contract binding. The
Giants have all the legal documents
on their side and they can force' Mar-
quard to play with them or nowhere.

United State Steel Was Leader in
Declining Stocks.

position of leader, falling in the early
dealings to 48 3-- 4, from which it rose
frantically, only to decline again in
the final hour. Support of this stock
was rather indifferent throughout the
session and the general closing was
correspondingly weak. That the steel
corporation is - hopeful of improved
trade conditions, however, was shown
by an official statement issued after
the close of the market to the effect
that' no general reduction in the wage
schedule would be made at this time,
because '"'"of some evidences of a
change for the better."

The added prestige that would
have been gained through the (pres-
ence of Johnson in Federal league
ranks and the money that his appear-
ance in the various Federal league
cities might attract at the gate, has
vanished like smoke. , Furthermore,
more: than one major league player
who was about to follow Johnson's
example will probably think twice be-
fore making any such move and the
chances are" that not a "few will
smother their dissatisfaction and get
back again Into "regular" harness.

In addition, this latest change of
heart by Johnson will probably have
no little effect in restraining the Base-
ball Players' Fraternity from insisting
upon several rather unwarranted de-
mands that they have made lately.
The unexpected move of Johnson will
undoubtedly take a lot of kick out
of these would-b- e bageball lawmakers.

Thomas Lannin, one of the Bed Sox
directors, was profoundly pleased at
the news that Johnson had made his
peace with the Washington club.
"President .Lannin has always main-
tained that Johnson Is one of the
most upright characters In baseball,"
Baid Cousin Tom, "and his latest ac-

tion proves it. Like ; many others 1
was awfully sorry when I heard that
he was Jumping to the Feds, not only
on account of the loss that organized
baseball w;onld sustain, but also for
his own sake.

"Johnson has always stood at the
top' in the estimation of baseball own-
ers and fans and had he chosen to
repudiate his agreement with Griffith I
believe he. would have lost a great
deal of caste. But his determination
to stick to his original agreement,
even at the loss of considerable money
proves that he is of the type we al-
ways believed him to be.

-- "The one great effect f this will be
to restrain others who might have
been influenced to follow Johnson's
example and through some fancied
grievance cast in their lot with the
outlaw organization. They will see
the folly of such a move now, I hope,
and realize that their ; future con-
sists in sticking to the men" "who have
helped the game and put" them where'they are today."

WILL STICK TO
FOUR MILE RACE

Yale Men Against Reduction of tho
Rowing Distance.

' Bayne Denegre, captain of the Tale
crew for and also leader of the
boat that will clash with Harvard on
the Thames river next June, has de-
clared himself to be against the pro-
posed reduction of the rowing dis-
tance from four to three miles.

H. A. Murray, captain of the Har-
vard crew, says that it has yet to be
shown that the four -- mile race is defi-
nitely injurious to college men of
sound physique and who have gone
through five months of training for it.

At Princeton 'there has been a strong
sentiment against the four-mil- e race.
Since the revival of rowing there the
Tiger crews have not indulged in
anything except two mil races, but
the agitation for the adoption of a
three-mil- e race for varsity ' crews is
heartily indorsed by Princeton row-
ing authorities.

C. V. P. Young, of Cornell's physi-
cal department, has expressed an
opinion that the longer course brings
hardship to the rower, while Vivian
Nlckalls, coach of Pennsylvania, is
equally positive that the four mile
affair is most to toe desired.

JOHNSON MAY BE TRADED.

Comiskey of Chicago Willing to Pay
Big Price For the Star Twirler.

Whether the Washington club in-
tends to keep Johnson, now that it
has him back, remains to be seen. It
would cause no surprise if the big
Swede would be traded to some other
club in the American league. Com-
iskey, of Chicago, who is determined
to give Chicago a winner ai any cost
and eliminate the Federals from the
three cornered battle in . that city,
would no doubt be fflad to pay a big
price for Johnson, and give Griffith a
pitcher or two who would e just as
much rise to Washington as . Johnson
will under the present conditioila It
was recently reported Chat Griffith
said he was determined to get John-
son back; no matter whether the
Washington fans wanted 'nim or not,
but public opinion . goes a great way
toward making or breaking a ball
player, and the Washington fans can-
not bo expected to enthuse much over
the return of Johnson. ,

It is almost certain that John Mc-
Graw. of the Giants, takes a different
view of the question that Griffith, for
he has been doing his best to unioaa
"Rube" Marquard on some other club
since the eccentric southpaw bopped
over to the Brookfeds and back again.
Marquard's days in New York are
numbered. If aicGraw could have in-
duced Pat Moran to give up Mageo In
a deal he had in mind, Marquard
would have gone to the Philadelphians.
Marquard's salary of 88,000 is going
to be a bar against jncuraw iraamg
"Rube" to any club. It is doubtful if
Marquard would be worth half this
sum to any. other team in organised
baseball, but bis days of being a hero
at the Polo grounds are over.
