Mr. Whitehead then gave several
eyomples of how to manage interviews
and continued:

The sixth factor is to know the men-
tal law of sale. Mr. Whitehead then
outlined a unique plan for analyzing
saios to liurl out which part of the
sales talk was weak and how the weak
parts of eales talk can bo strength
ened.

The seventh factor, according- - to Mr.
Whitehead is lucidity, the ability of
expressing thoughts or ideas clearly to
others. Ho urged the reading' of thrc
standard authors and the editorials of
good dally newspapers, and tho great
er use ..f dictionaries. The speaker
went, on to fay:

Enlarging Your Vocabulary.
livery man should add at least one

new word to hir, vocabulary every day.
When you come across a new word,
say it. over to yourself a few times
until if sounds la.maliar to you. Then
get a clear, definite idea of its mean-in- s.

Then make up a few sentences
in which you can use that word. Bv
this time tho word will liave become
a part of your own vocabulary and
you will use it naturally. The more
words you have to use, the better able
you arc to express ideas to your cms
tomcrs.

Ihe nnal tailor is imagination. This
is very iiece;sary for salesmen. Finda way ol securing; introductions cr
of presenting your goods. If your
prospect returns your card with the
stereotyped answer "Too busy," andyou accept the decision, you are lack
ing in imagination. There are ao
many ways of securing introductions
and of presenting your goods that It is
a, poor salesman who cannot And
some way of interesting all on whom
ue cans, aituougn it is highly Improb-
able that he could sell them all."

An Intensely iim'restiiitr talk or,
Salesmanship, grouped under the three
Iwadlnrs, Wholesale, Retail and Spec-
ialty, was sriven by H. "Y'hltebnad of
Boston, before members of Xorwich
council, Xo. S09, United Commercial
Travelers, and their friends, In Pythian
hall on Saturday evening. . Tho talk
followed a short business meet ins c,f
the council which was presided over
by Senior Councilor Alexander Jordan'

Shortly aftor S o'clock Sir. White-
head, who was brought here especial-
ly to g'ivo this talk on Salesmanship,
was Introduced by Mr. Jordan. To a
majority of these present no introduc-
tion whs necessary, as they had heard
Mr. Whitehead speak en a different
division of the same subject,

in tho town hall, quite re-
cently, when ho was brousht horo from
Boston by the Norwich Buhinesa Men's
association. Mr. Whitehead talked for
over an hour and then he very willing-
ly passed an additional half hoijr or
more in aaswerins questions brought
up by a number of those present.

Mr. Whitehead said in part:
There are throe kinds of salesman-

ship wholesale, retail and specialty.
Wholesale salesmanship is seHiiis
gxods for resale; specialty .salesman-
ship is selling goods to tho consumer
by solicitation: retail salesmanship is
gelling goods tc the consumer in a
store. Wo are interested tonight in the
first one prir.cii'ally and in tho sec-
ond one casually.

The majority of traveling' salesmen
operate under the laws of wholesale
salesmanship. Those who sell spec-
ialties for resale still operate under the
laws of wholesale saletsmanahip. One
big similarity between specialty and
wholesale salesmanship is that both
have the same bi problems of locat-
ing and interesting new prospects and
getting the signatures on tho doited
toe.

Eight Points.
In studying the problem jt whole-

sale salesmanship, oC course the ques-
tion of the character and morals ot
the aaiesman and the housr. for hich
he works occurs most readily to the
mind; ivr today, more than ever,

the need fyr a high morul
in our of doins business. This,
however, I am not ffoing' to touch up-
on tonight, for it must be obvious to
everyone present: We will discuss
wholesale salesmanship tonight under
Mailt factors- - or eisht heads. The first

j of these to by considered fc? the jrooda.
we must Ki:ov ttie goods. .Not just

the prices, Jtui we must know how they
are inside; where Hie raw material
oom.es from; what competitors have to
offer, etc.; to uses the goods can
be put. Get some human interest
news of them, lor it i.s helpful in se-
curing- or rekindling interest in vottr
proposition. Mr. Whitehead then jrav
a number of interesting examples of
putting human interest" into the pru-po- si

tions.
The Buying Motive.

The second fcaiuro is to find tho
buying- - motive. There is always a
reason or a u otive which induces a
prospect to become a purchaser. We
can divide tho buying- motive under
four heads, via., proiit, utility, protec-
tion and jiersor.al gratiilcatioiu Clas-
sical music has a. theme or 'motive,
if I may so use the wcrd, which- - is
the personal appeal the harmony
rhymth, tempo. The rendition of tho
whole varied according to the player.
Now, wt tie the main theme Is the
same in every case, tho eppeal of har-
mony, etc.. var:e3 according to tho
likes of each listener. One man is ap-
pealed to by rhymlh, another by har-
mony.

Do 'just this same thins in planning
your sales and talks. Let one. of these
four motives ba the man theme to
run through your sales talks. This
does not mean, if profit is tho motive,
vou must talk profit, first, last and all
the time. Vou must give facts aboutyour goods and their possibilities, but
profit will occur at various points inyour sales talk.

That Is our natural or main mo-
tive. The individualized motive, may-
or may not be the same. That you can
only tell by personal contact with your
customer. Obviously, you cannot" us
the same motive for the same goods
with- all people. Suppose a small buv.er as jealous of a competitor. The fact
that his competitor has bought will
oftea sell him. The natural motive in
this case is profit; the lndivadualized
motive Is persoral gratification. Sup-
pose you are. seilir.g Insurance or cashregisters or investments. Protection
is the natural motif e. The lndivadual-
ized motive can only be arrived at bv
knowledge of the customer; the abif-it- y

to analyze character as expressed
by luanxierlsais, drtas, speech, etc

Delivering Selling Talk.
The third fector Is when to use

"reasons why" and when to use
We may call these the two

methods of playing our composition or
deliverims our Belling ta!Jc

Use "reason why'' for articles of
new use; use for articles
of which your customer knows the use.
Reaaorm why include what the articles
will do, what it will same him in time,
energ-- or money; what he !s losing bvnot havin- - it. Suggestion is used
when he knows th use of the goods.

Mr. Whitehead then a number
of examples of when to use "reasons
why," and when to us suggestions,
and went on to say:
iPind outif your customer knows and

admits the value of your proposition.
If ao, don't harp on it, hut suggest
that he buy now." In brief, if neces-sary for htm to change his method of
working or doing something-- use reaso-
ns-why. When no chan.ee is nec-
essary, use suggestions talk quality,
service, etc.

Answering Objections,
Tho fourth factor is to have a pre-

pared sales talk and prepared answers
to objections. Reduce your eelling talkto writing. Weakness of expression
and logic show in the written words
that are- - often hidden by one's person-
ality when spoken. Put each talking

it
