EMPEROR VILLIAM'S
BIRTHDAY CELEBRATED.

Enthusiasm We-- Tinged With a De-
gree of Solemnity in Berlin.

London. Jan. 27. T.- -j i. m. Emperor
William's n'.itiida.v was celebrated
with enthusiasm in Berlin today, al-
though with a decree of solemnity
which would not have been expected in
time of peace. A Heuter despatch from
Amsterdam transmits a telegram froeiBerlin describing the celebration. The
city was decked with flags. Member:
of the diplomatic, corps, court officials
and representatives of the state and
municipal governments attended a .ser-
vice at the cathedral. Crown Princess
Cecilie and Prince August William at-
tended the service and were cheered
enthusiastically. A reception was held
later in the city hall.

Tiie birthday was celebrated gener-
ally in the other cities of the empire.

Religious services were held at theheadquarters o: Emperor William,
where the emperor delivered au ad-
dress expressing his ion with
the progress of the war and in which
he asked his officers to continue to dis-
charge their duties to ;h emperor and
the Fatherland as they hitherto had
done.

The Berlin newspapers, including the,
socialist organs, publish warm eulogies
of the emperor and predict that he, willemerge from the war not only victori-
ous but with his reputation consider-
ably enhanced.

Empress August. na Victoria sent a
long, affectionately worded telegram to
the emperor. As a birthday present
she forwarded him a cover for a field
altar designed by hers.elf.tmpercr William received telegram?
of congratulation during the day from
Emperor Francis Joseph and the Sul-
tan of Turkey.

BILL IS EXPECTED

In Congress Today with Special Mes-
sage Giving President Wilson's Rea-
sons.

Washington, Jan. 27. President Wil-- s.

tn's veto of the immigration oil! is
expected in congress tomorrow with a
special message giving as the reason
for his disapproval th literacy test
which it proposes as a condition of
entry io the United States.

Two hours of argument at the White
House today with senators and rep-
resentatives of the com-
mitter which handled the measure, left
the president unshaken in his Vielief
that a literacy test is not a true test
of the quality of an immigrant for
citizenship.

The prospect of of the
bill over the president's veto was the i

abscorbino- - topic of discussion in
circles tonight. Senator

Ledge at the White House, conference
today was said to have intimated to
the president that such action seemed
likely. Sm;.orters of the measure,
pointing to the overwhelming- votes by
wbich born house and seriate rejected
amendments to strike out the literacy
test when the bill was on its passage,
predicted that th- - necessary two-thir- ds

vote to make the hill a law
without he "resident's signature could
he mustered. Opponents of the 1)111

were .sure they could r.ot.
An immigration bill vetoed by Pres-

ident Tafr for the same reason was
passed over his veto in the senate out
failed for fiv? votes in the house.
