Ward, president of the Brooklyn Fed-
eral league club. Later he mot Charles
Deal, third baseman of the Boston
world champions, at an uptown hotel
and announced- - that he had signed
Deal to a two-ye- ar contract to play
with the St. Louis Federals.

Gilmore stated that his trip east
was principally for ;the purpose of att-

ending- a meeting of baseball club
owners and other interested parties in
Xew York, which wail be held in New
Haven tomorrow, for the purpose of
establishing a Federal minor league.

"There seems to be a demand for
such an organization in New England."
he said, "and in fact there are parties
in tne south and west who Relieve
that similar organizations may be
established there to good . advantage.
T am not prepared to mention any
cities just now. but there axe at least
15 which wish to be represented in a
minor Federal league in New England,
and I expect at tomorrow's meeting
some definite plan of organization will
be arranged."

President Gilmore explained that the
I nderal league was not going to
finance the new association, but lie
said that, the Federal league clubs
which released players to the minor
body would pay the difference between
the salaries paid by tne minor clubs
and the amount called for in the con-
tracts of those players with the Fed-leagu- e,

so that the player would
not suffer .my financial loss. He will
leave for New Haven tomorrow morn,
ing and tli? meeting- will convene there
about noon.
