The circumstances surrounding the
fire were suspicious in the eyes of the
authorities and an investigation fol-
lowed, as the result of which Pumtr-aut- z

was taken into custody. In police
court he was 'bound over to the May
term of the criminal superior court
and the casa has been continued twice.

His stock and fixtures were insured
in about a dozen companies against
which he has brought suit in the su-
perior court to collect the amount of
insurance which he has claimed is due.

In Stamford in April Important Ques-
tions on the Programme for Consid-
eration.

How to safeguard the individual
community and state as well as ade-
quately and humaneiy provide for un-
fortunate and erring humanity will be
the fundamental purposes of the 1915
sessions of the Connecticut confer-
ence of charities and correction, to be
held at Stamford April lS-- 0.

A number of important questions are
down for consideration. Among them
are the establishing and maintenance
of a state farm for inebriates, reform-
atory for women and institution in
which refractory tubercular patients
may be confined until cured or until
death removes them ae a menace to the
community.

A state farm for inebriates has
proven successful in other states, and
likewise a reformatory for women of-
fenders. State tuberculosis commis-
sions are free to admit that they have
been .hampered in the success of their
work by the unruly patients who re-
fused to submit to treatment and insist
upon returning home.

In order to reduce the state expense
to a minimum, it is planned to have
the three institutions grouped into one.
the different inmates to be separated j

and accorded the particular treatment
prescribed for their ailment.

Tiie conference believes that another
institution badly needed is a tate
school for imbeciles, pointing out that, j

especially in the case of children, there
is now great overcrowding and infe- -
rior accommodations. It is estimated j

that, with 3.0'fO to 4.000 children who
would be subject to special care, there
are now accommodations lor about
30'

The conference sessions will be di-

vided into three sectioms. each with a
special programme, speakers of expe-
rience in their line and profitable dis-
cussions. The topic for Sunday, April
IS. will be Housing and rubiie Health,
on the following day Aspects of Con-
necticut Legal and Institutional Pro-
visions f-.- r tiie Care of Dependent De-
fectives and Delinquents, and upon the
third day The Relationship of Public
and Private Relief.

ARREST TWO MEN

He claimed that she was a
married woman, who had acquired
such a bad reputation in Worcester
that her husband had had her in the
courts and had refused to live with
her.

EPISCOPAL RECTOR WRITES
TO REV. L. W. FRINK.

Denies Anti-W- ar Demonstration in
Sunderland, England.

Rev. L. W. Frink of Xo. 124 Asylum
street is in receipt of a letter from
Rev. Alexander Boddy of Sunderland,
England, a place where news reports
a number oi weeks ago stated that
there had been rioting and the wreck-
ing of shops as an anti-w- ar demon-
stration, and that the complaisance o
the Englisii authorities was shown by
tile fact that no arrests were made.

Rev. Mr. Boddy, whom Rev. Mr.
Frink met in Massachusetts last
summer, has written him to correct
this impression, saying that the rioting
was tne work of hoodlums of whom a
number were arrested. The English
rector came to know of the reports
published in America through a clip-
ping from The Bulletin that Rev. Mr.
Frink sent him in a letter.

The English pastor adds some inter
osting comment upon a visit that lie
made to one of the coast towns which
suffered in the raid made by the Ger-
man fleet.

In this place the Episcopal church
was Knocked to pieces and he found
the parish rector making the best ot
it in the rectory, although without a
roof over ills head. Many people were
wouncea in the town and probably
more killed than stated in the reports
that havo reached this countrv
through the newspapers.

Prof. R. L. Ziv of Xew To'rk was
also a speaker and made an impres-
sive address, speaking both in English
and in Hebrew. He emphasized what
he said were three fundamental evils
which were undermining the Jewish
race. These were Christian Scince, in-
termarriage and socialism. la follow-
ing Christian Science he said there is
a neglect of their own faith in conse-
quence of which they become sick and
turn to Christian Science. If they fol-
lowed their own faith they would not
have sickness come upon them. Mar-
riage with those outside the Jewish
race he pointed out as the great evil,
from the fact that very seldom were
these mixed marriages happy. They
almost always become a burden and
the offspring cf mixed marriages be-
come strangers to their parents and
the Jewish race. As to socialism lie
said that he was not discussing their
theory but their practice and that their
main object was to undermine the
Jewish religion. He advised the Jew-
ish young people to be tolerant and
patient towards their own racial con-
nections and to make a strong and
progressive stand for the Jewish race.
