WITHOUT A LEADER

Caucus Choice. Jesse Devine of y.

Failed to Make Judiciary
Committee, and Has Not Assumed
Duties as Floor Leader.

Hartford, Feb. If. Perhaps for the

first time within the memory of man
he Connecticut general assembly has

a leadcrless democracy, that is almost
leaderless, for at the pening of the
session a young lawer. Representative

Devine. of Waterbury, was elect-
ed democratic leader in a spirited cau-
cus, when he bucked up against sea-
soned democratic legislators of the
Taylor of Banbury and Stoddard of
Milford type. Usually the of
party leader, even in the minority, car-
ries with it membership in the judi-
ciary committee, the speaker recog-
nizing the selection of the party in
the makeup cf Hint committee.
Speaker Ignores Democratic Caucus.
But in this particular case the dem-

ocratic plan miscarried. Speaker Hvaly
had served in the buse with Messrs.
Taylor and Stoddard and named both
these democrats for the judiciary com
mittee, thereuy in'irin the demo-
crat i caucus action and the claim of
Jesse Devine for the usual recognition.
Speaker Healy knew of the legislative
qualifications and experience of Taylor
and Stoddard, but to him Devine was
an unknown quantity and inexperi-
enced in legislative work.

Bill Reported by Judiciary Commit-
tee.

Civil Service Amendment.
Senator Purcell prefcemed an amend-

ment to the bill reported by the com-
mittee on the judiciary, amending the
civil service law. The amendment
has, according to the statement of
Senator Pure-veil- tile approval ot
Professor Farnum and other promin-
ent civil service reformers. The Pur
cell amendment is as follows;

Strike out all after the enacting
clause and insert the following:

"Section 1. Section eight of said act
is hereby amended to read as follows:
The civil service commission shall re-
fuse to certify a.n applicant whose con-
duct Is or has been infamous or no-
toriously disgraceful, or who is ad-
dicted to the use of intoxicating
beverages to excess, or who is found
physically unfit to perform the duties
attaching to such position, or who
has intentionally made a faise state
ment of any material fact or practiced
or attempted to practice anl deception
or fraud in his application or test, or in
connection with his eligibility to ap-
pointment, or who has within seven
years prior to the time of his appli-
cation been guilty of a crime of such a
character as would operate to disfran-
chise an elector, or who has, within
five years, been dismissed from the
public service for delinquency or in-
efficiency-, and the commission may
refuse to certify an applcant who is
found to lack any preliminary require
ment established by the rules for the
test or the position for which he ap
plies, or who lias Deen guilty or a
misdemeanor or crime, other than as
above specified.

"Section 2. Section sixteen of said
act is hereby amended by striking out
from the tenth and eleventh lines
thereof the words, 'and shall not be
removed unless the commission ap-
proves such removal.'

"Section 3. Section twenty-fiv- e of
said act is hereby amended by striking
out from the last three lines thereof
the words, 'no test shall be required
of persona who have been in the civil I vitation to a meeting of the suf-servi- ce
