This bridge was a
treble-spa- n iron bridge, and was about
four miles inland.

"As soon as the boats touched the
beach a party of Turkish soldiers who
were concealed in trenches opened
tire, our men immediately taking
cover. On board the ship no time was
lost in bringing the guns io bear,
and a few shells soon put them, or
what was left cf them to flight,

"A"e then went to a large town and
demanded the deliver-- , for destruc-
tion of two railway locomotives, fail-
ing which we threatened to bombard
the .station and railway depot. Xeed-lee- s

to say, the locos were run out
and were absolutely blown to pieces
with gun-cott- charge. The follow-
ing morning we again put to sea and
went to a place about 20 miles away
where a German steamer had been
(purposely run ashore, her flooding
valves opened, and various parts of
her engines removed, making it im
possible for anybody to raise steam
and mum her out.

"This is really just what we intend-
ed doing, but under the circumstances
we were of course, unable to do so.
The consequence was she was blown
practically to pieces, afterwards being
set on tire."

Oise Rivei "Among those 'European
livers which have proved so success-
ful in the present war in checking the
drives of great armies against one an-
other, the Oise. along whose course
the thunder of artillery and the crack
of rifles has been continuous for
months, is now entering the season
when its modest normal flow becomes
a turbulent yellow rush from its
source to its junction with the Seine.
It will then be a still more difficult
barrier, entirely cutting off the north-
western seacoast of France," reads a
statement given out today by the Na-
tional- Geographic Society:

"The Oise. 1S7 miles long, rises in
Belgium, 5 miles southeast of Chimay
in the Province of Namur. flows
south-south-we- st in an irregular
course, traversing- - 9 miles of Belgium
land and the French departments of
Aisne, Oise. and Seine-et-Ois- e, and
unites with the Seine SS miles below
Paris. The river Aisne is its principal
tributary. The Oi3se is canalized for
more than 60 miles from its mouth,
and is an important conmiercial link
in the wonderful web cf natural arti-
ficial waterways of northern France.

"All along its uper coudse. its val-
ley is narrow and well-woode- d, while
its shores are rooky, bordered often
by cliffs and fringed with drooping-willows- .

Cut State Expenses and Abolish Com

missioners.
Mr. Kditor: May I be allowed a

small space in your valuable paper to
say a few words in relation to our
state, county and town indebtedness
which is fast increasing. I was in
hopes, and still hope that the legisla-
ture now in session would devise some
measures whereby the curtailment of
the state expenses would be affected,

as to be beneficial to the general
taxpayer and not simply transfer the
burtlen from one and place it upon the
other as suggested by our learned and
honorable governor.

I fail to see where such a transfer
suggested by his excellency would

be of any value to the general taxpay-
er inasmuch as the hospitals and oth-
er public institutions of this kind arc

public necessity and as such they
shoukl be maintained in part at least
by the state even though it required
the laying of a littl largcr state tax

meet the necessary expense, it is
my opinion that such institutions
under state management can be more
effective and be run at less cost than

any other way. If they wore run hy
thc counties, towns and individuals
the local rate of taxation would have
10 be increased just the same as if a
state tax was were levied.

I fail to sec how our schools could
n- - run with the same benefit that is

now derived from them. 1 think they
bould be maintained in part at Ie:.-s- t

by the state ever, though it iequiro
Hale larger tax, and I am of the

same opinion relative to ttr-- county
homes.

It seems to me that a better way to
curtail would be to abolish a givat
number cf the present uncalled for and
tmncc-essar- commissions that arc now

by the state at a great cost
(Ul w!lith ire of no benefit to anyone

except those who get the big salaried
appointments. For instance the vari- -
mis and expensive duties of the tish ,

and game commission result in no ben-
efit to the average taxpayers. The
protection of deer, which 1 presume
costs the state directly or indirectly
5100,000 a year, is protection to a. wild
animal which is certainly a great
nuisance. I think it would be better
to pay a bounty for killing thorn and
hasten their extermination. Then there
i.s the forest lire commission that costs
the state many thousands of dollars
and yet we have more forest tires at
the present time than we hud years
ago when there was much more wild
timberland by thousands of acres in
the State than there is today.

Now it seems to me that one-thir- d,

at the most, of the great number of
commissions now maintained by the
state could perform ail the duties nec-
essary to be looked after in their dif-
ferent lines and mean a saving to the
stale by the abolishment of the other
twothirds. 1 hope very much that if
the appropriation committee sees fit to
make any recommendation for the
commissions which I consider useless,
it will be so small that it will be hard-
ly be worth looking after.
