Heavyweight Title Has Changed Six
Times Since the First Battle in 1892.

Sint--e the inauguration .f gloie
fighting for championships in
when the first heavyweight battle was
staged with John L. Sullivan and
James J. Corbett as principals, the
title has changed hand? just half a
dozen times. The battlers who have
had the honor of holding the cham-
pionship of the world are John L.
Sullivan. James .1. Corbett. K.bert
Fit.zsimmons. James J. Jeffries. Mar-
vin Hart, Tommy Burns and Jack
Johnson.

It was during the time that John L.
Sullivan ruled the roost that the dia-
tom of encasing the hands in padded
mitts came into vogue, arid the blootiy
bare knuckle period wa brought Co
an end, undoubtedly for all time. Sul-
livan was recognized as the world's
champion bare knuckle battler. The
fights that made him the most famous
pugilist of his time were fought under
the old London prize rvr.g rules, and it
was not until ire met Corbett that the
first heavyweight championship with
gloves and under the Marquis of
Queens-berr- rules changed hand.

Corbett vs. Sullivan.
The battle- between Sullivan and

Corbett was fought in New Orleans
on September 7, lt;'i!, and was pro-
moted by Parson". liavies. Sullivan
was a topheavy favorite over the
young bank clerk from San Francisco,
for he never had had reason to know
the meaning of defeat, lie. had toured
the . country ,. in one night stands.

(knocking, out all comers with careless
aoandon. yhen lie was matched with
Corbett. the. ruling opinion was that
Sullivan- would land his burly rirrt on
Pompadour Jim's jaw and lay him
cut. just as he had done to many other
opponent.?'.

Sullivan had. been a righting man
for twelve years when he met Corbett.
He was 34 years old, while Corbett was
only 'IS. The story of the tie tells
of. how youth was served, for Cor-
bett, the. master of cleverness, pounded
John L. until tile latter fell from ex-
haustion in the 21nt round and a

of the world waa born.
Fitzsimrnons vs. Corbett.

For more than four years Corlieti
hung on to the crown, for he fought
few battles: in fact, he faced only-fou-r

opponents before he finally was
matched far the battle which resulted
in his dethronement. His conqueror
was Bob Fitzsimrnons, the Cornish --

man.
The battle was fought at Carson

City, New. on March . 1 . ; 18f7. After
Fit.zsimmons' face had been literally
cut to ribbons by the vicious slabs of
Corbett. Ruby Bob finally, by une of a
clever shift, siiot his right fi.st with
full force to Corbet fa soiav plexus, in
the"14th round. Corbett sank to the
canvas and was there when Referee
Siler had tolled off the fatal ten sec-
onds. For the second time the title
had found a. new holder in Ebb Fitz-
simrnons. It so happened that youth
did not, store the victory in this con-
test, for Corbett, the champion, was
it years old, while his conupror.
Fitz, was 5J5.

Jeffries vs. Fitzsimrjns.
Fits: was champion of the world for

a little more than two years before
he fell victim to the prowess of the
mighty James J. Jeffries, and it was
in, this contest that youth once more
was much in evidence,' far the famous
Comishman was 37 years old, while
Jeffries ,.wu only 24. a difference of
13 years. They battled at Coney Is-
land on June 9, 1S9, Jeffries scoring
a knockout in the 11th round. After
his defeat. Fitz claimed that he had
been doped and later he secured a re-
turn match in which Jeff again showed
that he was master by knocking out
the Cornishman in eight rounds.

Jeffries by many was considered thegreatest champion of them all, for he
met and defeated all the opponents
that could be secured for him. scoring
many knockouts. after lie
had cleaned up all the hopefuls and
could find nothing more to do, he an-
nounced his retirement from pugilism
and the first unbeaten champion went
into history, tie fought hi3 last bat-
tle.' as champion against-Jac- Monroe
011 August 26, 1904.

The.story of Jeffries' defeat by Jack
Johnson six years later, when ho was
dragged out of his retirement in thehope that a, white man might again
hold the title, doesn't concern the
changing of titles, so can be passed
over with a, notation that the boiler
maker, then 35 years old, was knocked
out by. the negro, who was Si- years
old, In 15 rounds.

Hart va. Root.
When "Jeff retired as champion he

made the title a gift to any of the
aspirants in the fteld. Marvin Hart, a
light heavyweight of Ixraisville, im-
mediately announced himself a con-
tender. He quickly found. 5. foe in
Jack Root, the Chicago Bohemian
fighter, and they were matched to con-
test. ' for- - the title at Rno, TVev.. on
July 3, IptJo. The result made Hart
the gift champion, for he knocked out
Root in 12 rounrij?. The new cham-pid- n

gained his laurels at. the age of
29 years, while Root, his opponent, waa
also 29 years eld.

Burns v. Root.
Hart's career as chajrrjvSorD was snort

lived, for he had enjoyed his honors
for less than a yr when Tommy
Burns, the Canadian light heavy-
weight, hove into view. Burns sought
a match ana got it. He fought Hart
2 rounds, at Los Angeles on Feb. 23,
190S. and was awarded the decision
and the championship. Burns was 25
years old when he annexed the title.
