FINANCIAL AND

STOCK PRtCESiAOVANCE.

Foreign Exchange Was Again a Dis-
turbing Element.

New .York, Feb. 24. Stocks mani
fested a'moderate degree of resistance
today, prices recovering sharply in the
afternoon after an early period of de-
pression and closing with numerous
fractional gains. Professional selling
was less aggressive, the short interest
proceeding more cautiously in conse-
quence of developments which denoted
a lessening of the strain- - In the foreign
situation.

As a matter of fact, it was generally
recognized that the persistent selling
of the past few days had made the
marlcet somewhat vulnerable on the
bear side. According to impartial ob-
servers, the short interest" is out of all
proportion to the amount of business
transacted, this being evidenced in the
scarcity of stocks during today's cov-
ering movement.

Foreign selling of stocks was less
marked, but offerings of high class
bonds continued, although on a small-
er scale, with less depreciation of val-
ues. London's market for internation-
als was more steady, much of the for-
eign celling emanating from Amster-
dam, which indicates further German
liquidation.

As usual, most of today's moderate
overturn occurred in the first hour at
the lower level of prices. During that
time the shares of the roads travers-
ing the cotton states exhibited great-
est weakness, both Louisville and
Nashville and Seaboard Air Line re-
peating minimum quotations.

Foreign exchange was again a dis-
turbing element, demand bills on Lon-
don falling to within a fraction of the
low record, but making substantial re-
covery later. Reichsmarks sold un-
der all previous quotations and foreign
money markets were feverish, presum-
ably as a result of the British chan-
cellor's statement regarding the status
of Russia's finances.

Advices respecting the steel indus-try were increasingly cheerful, almost
all leading mills operating at greater
proceeding of capacity, but with late
improvement in prices. Copper was ata standstill, with some shading 'from
recent quotations.

State and municipal bonds figured
to an unusual extent, in today's deal-
ings, mostly at slight recessions. Total
sales, par value, were 12,361,000.

U. S. government bonds were un-
changed on call.

Bursting water mains are. not. soSat a menace to life and property in
the city of Boston since the water
derartement installed a motor truck
with a power appliance for quickly
closing the heavy water main gates.
Work which formerly required four
men laboring constantly for 45 min-
utes can be done in ten minutes bo-
using the power of the truck.

The device with which the truck isequipped, not only conserves the wa-
ter supply and reduces the damage
due to breaks, but it permits of rapid
regulation of water volumne at fires,
lifts the limitations of physical en-
durance, facilitates the testing ofgates and relieves the anxiety always
attending derangement or damage "to
the water system.

In one of Boston's most important
thoroughfares, lined with costly build-
ings, there is a water main which if
completely broken apart, would allow
the escape of gallons of water
each minute. Controlling this lineare gate valves 36 inches in diameter
which, in closing, require 307 turns ofa gate wrench and services of four
men for about 45 minutes. A few
minutes delay sometimes means the
loss of life and thousands of dollars.
These gates, the largest in ,the city,
can now be closed in ten minutes by
one man and the motor truck.

The truck is required to respond to
fire alarms and other emergencies
where water must be controlled toprevent loss or damage. The calls arefrequently overlapping. Crews are on
duty day and night. Boston is 15
miles in the greatest length and 9
miles wide. The runs vary from one
block to the farthest end of the watersystem. Under the old scheme, when
several gates had to be closed, the
few men available at night were al-
most exhausted before shutting the
last gate. By its abailitv to work con-
tinuously the truck enables the de-
partment to cope with any emergency.

The gate closing device Is mounted
on the running board of the truck so
that it can be used conveniently over
a manhole. The power for operating
the device is supplied from the regu-
lar transmission of the truck and is
controlled by the lever on the side of
the truck, easily accessible to the
driver. In closing gates the forward
speeds of the transmission are used.
The gates are equipped with indicat-
ors informing the operator when the
valve is seated or entirely opened.

Baseball Enthusiasts Were Cheered by
Judge Landis' Announcement.

Baseball enthusiasts were cheered
Wednesday by the announcement that
Judge K. M. Landte probably would
give his decision this week in the suit
of the Federal league against organ-
ized baseball.

In its petition for a restraining or-
der against the officials of the National
league .the American league and the
National commission the Federal
league declared that organized base-
ball had operated in violation of the
Sherman Ant act and that its
control over players was a violation of
the constitutional rights guaranteed to
every American citizen.

TO FIGHT IN HAVANA

Efforts Being Made to Stage . Bout
There in April.

Havana, Feb. 24. Tt is stated here
that there is a strong probability thata fight for the world's heavyweight
pugilistic championship between Jack
Johnson and Jess Willard will be ar-
ranged to take place in Havana early
in April. Johnson, having made all
possible efforts to reach Juarez in time
for the proposed fight there March 6,
has fully decided to remain in Havana.

He expressed confidence today that
Willard would consent to come here
for the figljt.

Johnson appeared tonight in an ex-
hibition bout with his sparring .part-
ner and an enormous crowd witnessed
it. In a preliminary bout John Les-
ter Johnson of New York defeated
Dave Mill of New Orleans.

FRANCHISE FORFEITED

Because of Failure of the Jersey City
Management to Meet Obligations.

Providence. R. I., Feb. 24. The Jer-
sey City baseball franchise in the In-
ternational league has been declared
forfeited by President Barrow of the
league, according to a telegram re-
ceived from him today by the Provi-
dence club.

The franchise was forfeited. Mr.
Barrow said, because of the failure of
the Jersey City management to meet
obligations. He added that suit would
be brought for money loaned the club
by the league and that a new franchise
would be awarded to a stock company
now being formed in --Jersey City.

Much of the rapid evolution of the
motor car from a one-lung- contrap-
tion of pain and sorrow to a smooth-runnin- g,

luxurious vehicle can be at-
tributed directly to feminine influence.
Woman has demanded and has been
accorded her place in motordom. just
as she has demanded and received
practically everything else she wants,
except the ballot, and doubtless she
will eventually get that as well.

Motor car manufacturers who fail to
heed feminine requirements have not
made the success they might otherwise
have achieved. In many cases it is the
final decision of a man's wife, sister
or sweetheart that settles the question
of the car he is going to buy. Con-
sequently, it is only natural that we
should consider the needs of woman
in the design and construction of our
cars.

From a woman's standpoint a mo-
tor that requires laborious cranking by
hand is a relic of barbarism. She dis-
likes puttering around with gas tanks
and matches in order .to turn on the
lights. And her aversion to the car
that does not do away with these un-
pleasant tasks is more than a mere
whim. An automobile without com-
plete equipment is as inconvenient as
a suit without buttons.

In a new car. every essential
and practical convenience known to the
automoDile world has been installed
that will tend to add to the pleasure a
woman can derive from a car. The
electric starting and lighting system
has reduced what was formerly man
uai labor to the simple pressure of a
button. Upholstering has been deep
ened, springs lengthened and improved
and the riding qualities enhanced in
many ways to make her more com
fortable. Rain vision windshields of
the ventilating type protect her from
the elements. Foot rests, robe rails
and other accessories and refinements
have been installed in consideration of
her interests.

Tf she desires to drive the car her
self, the switchbox attached to the
steering column just below the wheel
places the ignition, lighting, starting
and horn controls within comfortable
reach of her hand. With a slight
pressure of the finger shs starts the
car. turns on tne head, side, tail or
dash lights and sounds the electric
horn. She does not have to bend down
or stretch from her position once while
driving. ,

All indicating devices, including' the
magnetic speedometer, oil sight feed
and ammeter, together with the car-
buretor priming button, are neatly
and conveniently arranged in the cowl
dash instrument board- -

The transfer of the files to the new
office of the secretary of state at Mad-
ison. Wis., the other day brought, to
iight one of the most interesting pieces
of automobile news that has been un-
covered in the United States in many
years.

Indisputable evidence was brought
to light to show that the state of Wis-
consin was one of the first, if not the
very first, states in the Union to an-
ticipate the dawn, of the
vehicle.

However, the greatest
interest centered in the
road vehicle and in 1176, 187S, 1877,
and 1879 the Wisconsin legislature
passed laws for the purpose .of en-
couraging the work that was then aw-

ing on along these lines.
