SAFEGUARD COMMERCE

Suggestion Made Informally to Great

Britain and Germany No Mention
Made of Action in Case of Rejection.

"Washington, Feb. 25. The United
Sttes government has suggested in-
formally to Great Britain and Germany
that-i- the interests of humanity and
the safeguarding of legitimate com-
merce, all mines be removed from the
high seas except those directly nec-
essary for the protection of coast de-
fences and harbors.

This suggestion, along with propos-
als designed to obtain Great Britain'sacquiescence in a plan to permit thedistribution of imported foodstuffs to
the civilian population of Germany
and bring about abandonment by the
latter of its submarine warfare" on
merchant ships, has been submitted

to her allies, France and Rus-
sia, for consideration.

Intimations have come to the Wash-
ington government that until theBritish cabinet acts and the attitudeof France and Russia is learned, no
reply can be given to the Americanproposals. This may require severaldays.
Germany Willing to Make Concessions.

In the meantime, Germany alrealy
has manifested a willingness to make
concessions, which gives officials hereground for hope that a conciliatoryspirit will be adopted bv Great Britain

It can be stated authoritatively that!
in the American communication, made
identical to Germany and Great
Britain, no mention was made bv the!
United States of what course it wouldpursue in the event of reiection of itsiproposals. The United States as-
sumed rather the role of mediator, i:ian effort secretly for the present to
reach an agreement without the embarrassments of public dis-
cussion in the belligerent countries,
where passions were thought likelv to
stimulate influences that wouid defeatimperial consideration of puestions
involved.

High officials of the Washingtongovernment have shown much solici-
tude over what might be the extern ofretaliatory measures adopted bv inebelligerents if they continue to disre-gard previously accepted principles ofinternational law. It is understoodthat one of the arguments used is thatif the policy of sUtrvation is put ini
effect by Great Britain, the first to feelthe pinch of hunger might be theBritish, French and Russian prison-
ers. Another suggestion said to havebeen conveyed is that suffering lorcedupon the civilian population of Ger-many might produce an unwholesome
effect on the attitude of the Americanpeople toward Great Britain and her.
allies.
Neutral Governments Working in Har-

mony.
There is every evidence that neutralgovernments are working in closeharmony with the Washington govern- - i

ment and have manifested more than!a willingness to cooperate in efforts'
made here to assist in a settlement of
the vexatious questions arising out of
submarine and mine warfares. Sec-
retary Bryan denied today that an em-
bargo by the United States on exoons
of foodstuffs was contemplated.

Following a taik with President Wil-
son, Representative Porter of Penn-
sylvania, republican, introduced a bill
to authorize the president to lay. reg-
ulate and revoke embargoes on allships and vessels in United Statesports or United States or foreign ves-
sels, if in his opinion it is necessary
until 3 5 days after the commencement
of the next session of congress.

"No man," said Mr. Porter, "can an-
ticipate the emergencies likely to. arise
in our foreign relations during th.e next;
nine months and congress .;ho-il- notadjourn without placing in the presi-
dent's hands every possible assistanceto meet the complications as they
arise."

Proposal Not Revealed.
The delicacy of the internatio.ial ne-

gotiation prevents officials from re-
vealing just what has been proposed.
The ministers from Norway and Swe-
den and other neutral envovs who
have inquired, some of them even hy
instructions from their governments,
have not been given the details bv thestate department, because the subject
is regarded as in an informal and un-
official stage as yet, more in the na-
ture of an interchange of views than a
formal negotiation.

From the point of view of the Wash-ington government. Great Britain,
while conceding the shipment of food-
stuffs to Germany under a system thatwould guarantee their distribution tothe civil population, and not the bel-ligerent forces of Germany, would havemuch to gain from an acceptance of theAmerican proposals. The abolition ofthe war zones around Great Britainand Ireland, and the removal of allmines, it is argued, would render thecommerce of the allies safe, subject tothe usual exercise of the right of vis-
itation, search and capture.

No Question of Culpability.
Originally, when mines were laid in

the North sea, Germany and GreatBritain accused each other of being
the aggressor in this respect. The re-
sponsibility for the initiative neverwas fixed by the United States gov-
ernment and no protest was madeThe new move by the United Stateswould brush aside all questions ofculpability and appeal to the belliger-
ents to sweep up their mines and pre-
vent further accidents such as already
have befallen nearly three score neu-
tral vessels, including the Americansteamers Kvelyn and Carib.

It is understood that while theadoption of a definite agreement on allthe points involved in the American
communication may require some time,the United States also has suggestedthat if the principles of the plan areacceptable some tentative arrange-
ments may be secured by which neu-
tral commerce for the present will notbe menaced.

PROVISO ATTACHED TO AGRI-TURA- L

APPROPRIATION BILL.- -

PASSED BY THE SENATE

Loans to Run for Ten Years at 5 Per
Cent. Interest Not Less Than $300

Nor More Than $10,000 to Individuals

Washington, Feb. 25. A farm credits
bill, providing for government loans to
farm owners, was attached to the ag-
ricultural appropriation bill today, in
its hurried passage through the sen-
ate. Presented by Senator McCumber
as" an amendment, the provision was
incorporated in the supply bill with-
out a record vote, at a time when
only a few senators were in tht
chamber. The bill irelf was passed
a short time later.

Bureau of Farm Credits.
The McCumber amendment would

create a bureau of farm credits in
the treasury department to make loans
of government loans through national
banks on farm mortgage notes. These
loans would run for ten years at five
per cent, interest and would not be
less than $300 nor more than $10,000
to individuals. Issue of United States
four and a half year bonds to estab-
lish a permanent fund of $1,000,000
to cover such loans would be authori-
zed.

$36,000,000 For Agriculture.
This and other chanees increased

the hills from $23,000,000 to about $36,- -
ooo.ooo.

Senator Hollls of New Hampshire
made a point of order against the
rural credits amendment, but withdrew
it with the understanding that the
measure would be perfected in confer-
ence between the house and senate.
An effort will be made to shape it in-
to a rural credits plan acceptable to the
house and to the president.

$3 000,COO For Forest Service.
The senate also incorporated in the

agricultural bill an amendment appro-
priating S3. 000. 000 for the use of the
forest service, in the Appalachian for-
est reserves.

INTERSTATE COMMISSION
REPORTS ON RAILROADS

L. & N. Absorbed Other Roads to Pre-
vent Competition.

Washington. Feb. 25. The Interstate
Commerce Commission sent to the sen-
ate late todav its report on the inves-tigftio- n

of the finances. rates and
practices of the Louisville and Nash-
ville railroad, the Nashville. Chatta-noosr- a

and St. Louis and ether car-
riers.

Official records of the roads, the re-
port said, showed conclusively that
the purchase of the Nashville. Chat-
tanooga arid St. Louis by the Louis-
ville and Nashville was primarily for
the purpose of preventing competition
and maintaining rates.

"That the Tennessee Midland and
the Padncah. Tennessee and Alabama
railroads were not purchased as need-
ed additions to the Louisville and
Nashville." the report added, "is evi-
denced by the fact that they were
never so operated. The-,- - were pur-
chased primarily to eliminate serious
competitive possibilities."

The commission announced that
certain questions should be further in-
vestigated and that if the supreme
court held there was power to in-
spect correspondence of railroad, the
correspondence of the carriers involved
should be thoroughly examined. The
report vas written before the court
rules yesterday that the commission
was without power to inspect cor-
respondence.

STAEBED TO DEATH IN
HOME AT PROVIDENCE

Authorities Have No Clue to Assail-
ant or Motive.

Investi-
gation of the death of George II. Rus-tigia- n.

who was found stabbed to
death at his home on Benefit street
early today, lias convinced the po-

lice that robbery was not the motive
for the crime and has added to the
mystery surrounding the case. The
authorities have no clue to the man's
assailants or the motive for the deed.

Rustigian. who was the proprietor
of a grocery store and reputed to be
one of the wealthiest Armenians in
the city, was found dead by his wife,
who slept barely six feet away from
him. She told the police that when
she was awakened she thought she
saw two or three forms in an adjoin-
ing room. When she entered the room
she saw what appeared to be shadows
on the curtain. Thinking she had
bene dreaming she returned to her
husband's room and discovered his
body covered with blood.

made with a butcher knife, were found
in Rustigian's body. The police have
not found the weapon.

Allied Aeroplanes Create Excitement.

Hoboken Votes For Commission Gov-

ernment.
Jersey City, N. J., Feb. 25. A re-

count of the recent vote in Hoboken
on the question of the adoption of the
commission form of city government,
ended late today at the county court-
house in Jersey City, showed a majori-
ty of sixteen for commission govern-
ment. The original figures gave com-
mission government a majority of
three.

Western Railroad Wage Arbitration.
Chicago, Feb. 25. Cross examination

of A. W. Trenholm, general manager
of the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis
and Omaha railroad, reached the 16th
and last article of the demands of the
enginemen In the western railroad
wage arbitration today. Mr. Trenholm
reiterated his opposition to the rule
requesting that two firemen be placed
on the heaviest engines.

German Paymaster Suicides.
Honolulu, Feb. 25. Walter Brandt,

paymaster of the German gunboat Geir
interned here, committed suicide last
night. The fact that he was unable to
rejoin his family or the colors is be-
lieved to have preyed on his mind.

CARRANZA'S GRIEVANCE
AGAINST CATHOLIC PRIESTS

Claims They "Sniped" Men of Obre-gon- 's

Army in Mexico City.

Los Amreles, Calif., Feb. 25. R. P.
Denegri, former Mexican consular rep-
resentative at San Francisco, who has
just come from Vera Cruz, said today
that the specific charge on which Gen-
eral Carranza intends to deport fifty of
the Catholic priests held at the Mexi-
can temporary capital, is tha they
"'sniped" men of Ouregon's army when
it entered Mexico City and attempt-
ed to kill Obregon himself.

Tne proposed expulsion, according to
previous reports, was based upon the
alleged failure of the priests to pay
a "(-j!- r assessment" of half a mil-
lion fiesos.

Denegri said several thousand
ritles weie found in the churches of
the Mexican capital and that the
priests had-Ose- d the church towers as
vantage points from which to lire at
Carranzo's men. The priests alleged
to be guilty of "sniping" were all
Spaniards, who had supported Huerta,
according to Denegri.

SENATE AGREES ON TWO
BATTLESHIP PROGRAMME

Proposal to Increase Appropriation for
Submarines Comes Up Today.

AVashington, Feb. 25. The senate
agreed to the two battleship pro-
gramme in the naval bill and to a
provision for a gunboat and a hospital
ship recommended by the senate com-
mittee. The proposal to increase the
appropriation for submarines went
over for consideration tomorrow. A
committee amendment, providing $500,-00- 0

for a government projectile plant,
was agreed to with a proviso that pro-
jectiles should only be manufactured
when they could not be purchased at
a reasonable .price. An item of $5,000
a year for an advisory committee of
army and navy aeronautics and a
$400,000 appropriation for hisrh power
radio stations in Panama. California,
Hawaii and American Samoa were in-
cluded in the bill.

INSANITY PLEA OFFERED

Clubbed to Death a Wealthy Farmer
of Huntington, N. Y.

CONFISCATING GRAIN

Severe Penalties for Persons Attempt-
ing to Secrete Supplies.

London, Feb. 25, 9.30 p. m. A des-
patch to Reuter's Telegram company
from Venice says:

"The Austrian government is con-
fiscating entire stocks of grain and
flour in the monarchy. After an ap-
proximate estimate is made of the
available supply a per capita appor-
tionment will be announced and a dis-
tribution made through the local au-
thorities.

"Severe fines and other penalties will
be inflicted on any person for attempt-
ing to secrete supplies of grain and
flour.

"The government has issued an or-
der tinder which 300,000 acres of land,
which had been used in the cultiva-
tion of the sugar beet, are made avail-
able for gTain production. It is said
that Austria will receive only maize
from Hungary."

German Submarines for Adriatic Sea.
London. Feb. 26, 3.23 a. m. A Gen-

eva despatch to the Daily Express
says: "The three new Go-ma- sub-
marines sent to Pola will begin oper-
ations immediately in the Adriatic and
the Mediterranean. Their activity is
to be directed chiefly against trans-
port ships. A dozen more submarines
will be sent to the same base later.
"The Austrian admiral Von Beck says
that Germany and Austria now have
fifty submarines available for ser-
vice."

Increased Passenger Fares Deferred.
Washington, Feb. 25. Increased pas-

senger fares which railroads in west-
ern and southwestern passenger asso-
ciation territory propose to put in ef-
fect March 1, were suspended today
by the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion until June 29. A hearing will be
held in Chicago May 17 before Com-
missioner .Daniels. The roads inter-
ested propose increases amounting in
most cases to about one-ha- lf cent per
mile and also to raise the price of
2,000 mile books from MO to S45.

Almost sinrultaneous'iy with the.
declaration in the house of lords by
the British foreign secretary that
Great Britain is in entire accori with
Russia's desire for access to the open
sea, comes the announcement by the
British admiralty that all the forts at
the entrance to the Dardcnelles have
been reduced.

For several days the allied British
and French fleet has been pounding
at hese forts, which coir.-;itt;te- 'he
greatest obstacle to pasage of the
straits. Within the straits and in

May March On Constantinople.
If once they force the straits, the

British and French warships which
are thought to number between thirty
and forty, would likely attempt a landi-
ng- with a subsequent march on Con-
stantinople.

The Bosphorus, the narrow strait
about eighteen miles in length which
connects the Black sea with the Sea
of Marmora, also is strongly fortified
and it is though this strait that che
Black Sea fleet of Russia would have
to come in order to reach the open.

Within the boundaries of the Black
sea a powerful Russian fleet has been
bottled up together with hundreds of
steamers which might be used for
troop purposes, if Russia deemed that
desirable. Furthermore should the al-

lied fleet be successful in its present
undertaking- Russia would be enabled
to release millions of bushels of wheat.

Merchant Ships Being Sunk.
In the meantime merchant ships 'ire

oeing sunk by mines and torpedoes and
the American secretary of the treasury
has issued an order whereby all pons
in British Isles have been made
special ports, requiring special rates
of war risk insurance from the gov-
ernment bureau and the special port
zone on the continent is made to in-
clude Bordeaux.
