New York, March 19. Stocks today
recovered more of the ground lost in
the early days of the week, the list,
with a few unimportant exceptions,
showing marked strength. The deci-
sion of the London stock exchange to
bring the American shares on its list
down to the miniumum established by
the local exchange was without the
unfavorable effect anticipated in some
quarters. In fact the result was quite
the reverse, a moderate demand for
our stocks being reported from Lon-
don.

Gains embraced all the leading is-
sues, although U. S. Steel and Union
Pacific were relatively backward. Ad-
vances in the coppers were substan-
tial on announcement of a slight ad-
vance in the price of the metal. Au-
tomobile issues were more active and
half a score of specialties closed the
day with gains of two to three points.

Bethlehem Steel was the center of
mtereT., however, rising almost five
points on total dealings of 38,000
jhaivs. Although Wall Street has not
welcomed the high record movement
in thii jtick the belief now prevails
that developments advantageous to the
companies shareholders are impend-
ing.
