Murphy
could ‘have made things mighty un-
pleasant for Magee, and as he was the
most logical c¢holce for manager if
Magee was ousted, as the players
wished, it was only natural that some
should think Murphy would be in ac-
cord with the movement.

FINANGIAL AND COMMERCIAL

MARKET DULL AND HEAVY,

War Issues Fell Off One to Three
Points, Standard Shares One to Two
and One-Half.

New York., May 26.—That the stock
market remains almest entirely under
the influence of war developmenis was
again clearly demonsirated todey.
Cables teiling of an accident 1o an
American freighter off the Irigh coast,
resulting from the explosion of & mine
or torpedoe, served as a grim reminder
of the Lusilania episode, and wersa
sufficient to give prices a sharp set-
back, from which they made only par-
tial recovery.

Quite apart from this incident, how-
ever, the market was dull and heavy.
With the approach of the time for the
receipt of this government's reply from
Germany traders show an Increasing
disposition to abstain from new com-
mitments, particulariy on the buying
side. On the other sand, the sold-out
condition of the market offers few at-
tractions to the short interest. War
issues were most affected by today's
newe, which came early in the session,
when the market showed a number of
uneven price chinges. These specu-
lative specialties fell one to three
points, while standard shares declined
one to twe and one-half, Canadian
Pacific losing the maximum amount,
Thereafter the list drifted fdly, with
occaslonal slight recoveries. In  the
finnl dealings heaviness followed a
selling movement in General Motors
and Rumely issues, causing an irregu-
lar close. Total sales of stocks
amounted to 410,000 shares.

New orders for railroad equipment,
together with authoritative statements
that steel mills are maintaining their
recent high rate of production, im-
parted some steadiness to the shares
of the steel companies, but ceppers
wera less stable on rumors of another
shad!ing of prices for the meial.

More firmness was shown by the
various markets for foreign exchange,
due in part to confirmation of the re-
port that our bankers had recelved
large amounts of gold from Ottawa
during the recent break in sterling ex-
change.

Jonds were irregular, with continued
selling of low priced issues. Toial

DOINGS IN THE AUTO WORLD

Automobile Business With Foreign Countries Developing
Rapidly—Eight Cylinder Car Towed Giant Freight En-
gine—Elimination Trials for 500 Mile Race.

“In view of the extraordinary impe-
tus which conditions in Europe have
given to the American export trade,
it is interesting to note the conditions
of automohile exports,”™ says Mr. Wal-
ter C. Marmon, president of an auto
company in Indienapolis, This con-
cern in addition to manufacturing au-
tomobiles has& been engaged In  the
manufacture of high-clusz milling
machinery for over sixty years, and
his an export trade covering both
hemispheres,

The automoblle export business is
especially interesting," continued Mr.
Marmon, “because in the sale of auto-
mobiles the salesman for the United
States encounters a great many difi-
cuities which are not found in other
Hnes, The first and greatest necessity
is adequate representation. Many
manufacturers who have expected to
sell their product only on the basis of
dollar for dollar value have been badly
mistaken in the costly experiment of
doveloping bueiness in South America
and other countries

“It i5 interesting to study the figures
on automobile exporls, comparing the
export business of this vear with that
of jast. Here is a report which we
have recelved comparing the exports
for February, 1514, with those of
February, 1815 by countries:™

“The value of the automobile exports
during February, 1914, amounted to
$2,461,555, while those of February of
this year amount to $4,807,812. In this
connection it is interesting to. note
that while during: the eight months
ending in February, 1914, 16,833 cars
were exported, the value Is estimated
at $15,718,809, while during the sight
months ending with February of this
year 14,108 cnrs were exported, the
value reached .$21,605,353. Practically
all of this increased value s accounted
for by the shipmenis of larger and
tigher priced cars to the belligerent
countries of Europe.

“From these zame Teporis we note
that while the exports of automobiles
to South America kave increased
slightly In number, the total value of
business shows very little increase.
However, the wise and far-sesing busi-
ness man of the United States is
working hard at present for future
business, and the result will probably
not be shown in the figures for some
time to come.

“Taking the experience of our own
company with representation la prac-
tically every commercinl center, we are
very well satisfied with the opportuni-
ties for future development of the ex-
port trade. I believe the establishment
of the Pan-American congress at
Washinzgton as well as many other de-~
velopments {n this llne will have a
great and far-reaching effect on ths
larger business institutiona of this
country. Not so much In obtaining
business which has formerly gone to
Huropein centers as in the develop-
ment of new business.’”
