|Westerly Gunman Under 310,000 Bonds|

Angelo Di Bartolo Held for Assault April 4—Twilight Base-
ball League Reorganized—Memorial Day Arrangements
—Town Honors Memory of Dean Gorton.

The case of Angelo Di Eartolo,
charged with assault with attempt to

murder Luigi Pelligrino, was tried in

the Third district court, before Judge
Williams, Friday morning. Thg trial
had been long delayed by 1 n of
the weakened condition of Pelligrino,
whoses Intestines wera punctured in
nine places by & bullet fired from a
revolver held by Di Bartolo. The
shooting occurred on the mnight of
April 4. The first witness was Peal-
ligrino, who testified that he was io
the hpme of his sister with Di Bartolo

and feft there on invitation of D4 Bar-

tolo to accompany him to his home
in Central park. On arrival at the
house, Di Bartolo gave witness a glass
of cider, then forced him out by the
backdoor. DI Bartolo then came
around by way of the front door and
told him to get down on his knees as
he was going to shoot him. Pelli-
grinc did not think Di Bartolo was
gerious. The shot was fired and the
witness =said he fell, and that Di Bar-
tolo come and looked at him and per-
haps believed he was dead, because
IM Bartolo then walked away., Wit-
ness =aid one bhullet struck him. No
one was in gight, but witness exc¢laim-
ed, “Now vou've shot me, go get ma a
doctor.” Receiving no response he
started for his home and managed to
reach it after much difficulty. He knew
no more until he realized he was in the
Rhode Island state hospital, where he
remained for thirty-three days,

Town Solicitor Harry B, Agard rep-
resented the state and John J, Dunn
the defendant. In response to queries
from Mr. Dunn, Pelligrino, the de-
fendant, testified that on that night
he had drank only two glasses of beer
and one of cider. On the afternoon
of the night of the shooting witness
saw DI Bartolo at the house of the
witness, When pushed out of the i
Bartolo house, witness said he dld not
pound the door nor use any vile talk.
He asked why he was put out, but
did not say he wantsd to go into
the house to sep Di Bartolo’s daugh-
ter, and he had no love for the girl
On EBaster Sunday night, he sald he
did not threaten any member of the
D Bartolo family.
