STOCK MARKET WAS BRISK.
Buoyed Up by Washington's Latest

Communication to Berlin.
New York, June 11. Stocks rose vig-

orously today on the largest and
broadest demand witnessed since lastFriday, when the market became
buoyant on the decision in favor of
the United States Steel Corporation.
The financial community was plain-
ly disposed to draw the most favora-
ble inferences from Washington's lat-
est communication fo Berlin, its tone
being considered as conciliatory anddecidedly at variance with unofficial
forecasts.

The rise began at the opening but
was largely obliterated on heavy real-
izing for profits. In the early after-
noon a fresh and more sustained
movement lifted the market to higher
prices, coppers and a few more vola-
tile specialties leading. Federal min-
ing common and preferred rose from
eight to almost ten points, while
American Smelting gained five. War
shares lost some of their recent prom-
inence in point of activity, but record-
ed advances of 2 to 5 points, Bethle-
hem Steel attaining the new record of
169 2. Motors and Petroleums shar-
ed to a considerable extent. United
States Steel led all issues in volume
of dealings, contributing twenty per
cent to the whole. All divisions of
the railway list moved forward, thestrongest features being Reading and
Baltimore and Ohio, with advances of
three points or better. Demand for
these issues emanated from the most
