MARKET BROADENED YESTERDAY

New Low Records Established With
London and Paris Exchanges.

New York, June 15.—In its broader
and mors substantial aspects, today's
further depreciation in  forelgn  ex-
chamge, with new low records between
this center and London and Paris, out-
weighed all other financial develop-
ments, Demand sterling declined to
4.76 3-8 against the previous Jow rec-
ord of 4.77 1-4, and French checks or
demand bille on Paris sold at 5.45 3-5,
& break of 1 8-4 from the previous
record.

Other continental exchange, with the
sola exception of Amsterdam, was
woeak, but did not duplicate recent
record gquotations, although remit-
tances on- Reme fell to  within  the
smallest fraction of thelr minimum,
Establishment of these records is the
more anomalous from the fact that
another conslignment of $2,500,000 gold
was recelved from Canada and an ad-
ditional $750,000 of the metal was ac-
anired at Tokio for immediate ship-
ment to this country.

As has bheen done throughout the
state generally, the flat rate subscrib-
ers to the Southern New England Tel-
ephone company in this city, have been
seen this week by officers of the com-
pany, who have urgzed the subscribers
to help the company correct tha abuse
by the public of the privilege of using
telephone lines, The business places
generally in the center of the citv
have been seen and the proprietors
have been asked to cooperate with the
telephone company by withdrawing the
use of their lines from the general
public and restricting it only to thelr
own business uses and the use of thelr
employes,

Quite generally the telephone people
say they have found a ready acqui-
escence on the part of the subscribers
whose obliging disposition towards the
public may quita frequentiy result to
the detriment of the business man's
own interests. As, for instance, on a
party lne, where there may be a gro-
cer, a butcher and a tallor, a person
may step In from the street and ask
to usa the grocer’s line for & minute
or two. It is the experience that n
large number of;guch favors asked are
for social calls, or are the so-called
“girl-calls,” which are liable'to be ex-
tended indefinitely. In the first case
Mrs. So and So is.likely to branch
out into,a discussion of styles and =all
the nelghborhood gossip, hanging up
the line for from B to 15 minutes,
while thers iz often nollimit to the
tima that two girls or-a young fellow
and his .girl will gush:over a wirs.

Meanwhile two or three customers
may have -wanted to. get the grocer
and othens may havelturned in calis
for the butcher.and the taflor on the
party line. So%herssara half a dozen
iost calls piling, up,»while the borrow-
er of the grocer's llne occuples the
wire. The grocer may have lost sev-
eral orders.and all hegets is.a “Thank
you” and a pleadant smile after the
unprofitableiborrowsr gets through.

While they ere.thus riding a free
horse to death on local calls, it not
infrequently happens that 'the bor-
