With the heavy guns of the Ausiro-

with apparent resienation by those oh-
servers in London and Petrograd who
have been following closely the trend
of events.

More than two milllon Austrians and
Germens have been operating along
the frunts aimost encircling Lembers.
g&nd with the Russians withdrawal be-
hind the Grodek lines, the evacoation
of Lemberg as a base was sccom-
plizshed, That the complete evacuation
of Lembers, without much resistance,
is probabie, is indicated by Pelrograi
despatrhes declaring that
movemesnt cannot be avolded “without
g saeriflee of men out of propertion
to tha strategic importance of the
place.”

duest that the Japanese government do-
mothing more concerning the desprtch
of an expaditionary corps to Europe.”

“After this,* the Handelsblad con-
cludes, “the Japanese army disapnear-
efl from Manchuria, probably much to
the relief of Great Britain, which has
never desired Japanese participation
in the fighting in Europe."

DID STEAMER CAMERONIA
ENCOUNTER SUBMARINE?

Passengers Assert She Did But the
Owners Denied the Assertion.

London, June 22.—The Anchor line
owner of the steamship Cameronia,
which is reported to have had a nar-
row escape from a sumbarine in tha
Irish sza on her voyage from New
York to Liverpool, denied today that
the vesdel had encountered any under-
gen craft. Passengers on the Came-
ronia, however, carroborated the story
told yesterday by Peter Fletcher of
New York, who asserted the Camero-
nia attempted to ram a submerine.

Carroll ‘Winslow of New York, de-
clared that two submarines were seen
near the vessel,. The Cameronia at-
tempted to ram one of them, Nr
Winslow said, and went over the un.
-der-water craft, which came up broad-
side to the liner. Befors it could zet
Into position to fire a torpedo, he
said, the liner left ft far astern.
