GOVERNOR SLATON'S ACT.

With a realization, in view of the
dissenting opinions which had been
given by judges and & member of the
pardoning Dboard, that there was a
doubt which could not Be dispellad in
the Frank case. Governer Slaion of
Georgia exerclsed the right of his of-
flee when he commuted tha sentence
of death to that of Iife Imprisonment
It is an act which will meet with
widespread approval throughout the
country where the opinion pre-
at Frank had been convicted
evidence which was Insufiicient,
which was furnished largely by an ir-
responsible witness and which In the
opinlon of the trial judes was not
énouch to warrant the verdict.

Frank 18 by no means acquitted of
the charge but the saving of his lifa
permits him the opportunity, if such
a thing is possible, to prove his inno-
cence and clear Himself of any con-
nection with thae foul deed.

The change in sentence marks
culmination of a hard and persistent
fisht. It galned its greatest support
not through the fact that there was
oppasition to capital punishment but
pecause it was believed that the ver-
dict of the jury had besn reached
through fear of the mob, and how
strong such ls capable of becoming is
to be understood when the citizens of
that commonwealth hanged the gov-
ernor in efligy.

Throughout the history of tha rase
there has been a persistent feeling
that justice was not being done in
carrying out the veardiet of the court
and if the governer has crred In sav-
ing Frank's life it is on the side which
does not cloge the door to the recti-
flication of any mistake the jury
through Influence br prejudice commit-
ted.

EVADING THE OLEO LAWS,

The losas which this government has
sustained of $27,000,000 through the
evasion of the oleomargarine tax is
in keeping with the swindling schemes
which are practiced upon the unsus-
pecting publle from one year's end to
the other. This big haul covering a
period of a dozen years has not only
struck heavily against ths revenue of
the country but it has meant that the
public was having forced upon it oleo
which had been colored to look like
butter and was purchased for butter.

There has heen a long and hard
fight against the oleo interests hut it
has not been waged hard enough if
the flgures of Secretary MecAdoo are
based upon actual facts and it is not 4
io be supposed that they would ba
made public unless such was the case.
FEven though the claim Is set forth by
the manufacturers of such &n article

statement that those who ars respon-
slble for the situation will be prose-
cuted. If a law is worth making it
is worth enforcing and when such a
disregard for its provisions ars man-
ifested thers remains nothing elss to
do but to bring such schemesrs before
the bar of justice,

BRIDGEPORT'S CITY GOVERN-
MENT.

By a decisive mafority of those who
voted on the question, the city of
Bridgeport has declared for commis-
slon form of government and express-
ed its preference in no uncertzain terms
for the commission of five rather than
the city manager idea. In reaching
this decislon it has undoubtedly been
impressed by tha resuits which have
been attalped along this line in cer-
tain other municipalities and been
influenced to favor a change in the
hapes of bettering local conditions
which are possibtle under the present
form of political control

An economical and efficient city
government is that at which every
municipality should aim, but seven

with the change to a commission form
Bridgeport Ilke other cities must
steadily keep it in mind. The mera
declaration for or institution of cnm-
mission government will not solve in
itself its diMculties. It is going to
have the opportunity, if succeeding
stepa meet with like success, to dems-
onsirate for the other cities of Con-
necticat just what merit such a form
possessas or what the citizens demand
under & new plan. No less responsi-
bilities will devolop upon the citizens
of that ecity to do thelr pert under
commisslon form than under any
other,

The government of a city i= bound
to be what the citizens stand for. It
all depends npon the men who are put
into office. If that work is lefr to a
few the same dissatisfaction can re-
sult under a commission form as un-
der any other and it will beg watched
with desp Interest to see whether
Bridgeport can rise to the occaslon
of giving the e¢ity the best possible
government through & change in the
form thereof. If the same control
continues where will thers bs any
chance for improvement?

That aeroplanas can be effectively
employed agalnst submarines s the
opinion of I, in Desblede, who is

"Put In & nutshell my schems iz gs
follows,” he writes in The Syren end
Shipping.

“If the sen nrea defined above were
rendersd a danger zone for the gnemv's

us

sulimarines to enten and if the enemy
were made to realize that within that
zona their submarines réen a greater

risk than the merchant vessels they
wers out to attack, then it would fol-
low that the submarine ‘hlockade’

would be rendered ineffectual.

“Tt would of course be argied that if
the enemy's sulimarines wers prevented
from operating within 150 miles of our
cogst they could still carry their oper-
Ations beyvond that limit. This arsu-
ment would, in theory, be correct, but
it should be noted that all German
submarine attacks on British vesssle
have bs=en carriad out within sight of
the British coast and inside the 150
mile }lmit. which s well within the
range of aecroplanes in most weather
conditions.””

To meet the douhle difffoulty of hit-
ting a2 moving aubmarine and of the
possible harmless explosion of bombs
by their impact against tha water Mr.
Desbiede holds that aeropianes intended
to tackle submarines must be specially

armed.
“That specinl armanent,”' he =ays,
“must consist of a number of efMcient

anti-submarine bombs, ¢apable of sur-
mounting the two preceding diffioulties,
In other words, an anti-submarine air
bomb, must damage the submarins,
whether it actually strikes the vessel
or not, provided it falis within twenty
yards of the craft, and it must not ex-
plode on impact with the water,

“Such anti-submarine air bombg'"
Mr. Deshieds adds. “have now been
designed.”
