Foreign Affairs Took Procedence Ovat
Domestic Situation.

New York, June 23. Foreign affairs
again took prevedence. over domes
tic situation today, the market be:n
governed, so far at is manifested any
definite tendency, by the Russian de
feat in Galicia and further selling of
American securities in London. While
these sales in themselves were not very
extensive, they were sufficiently large
to effect a decline in Canadian Pacific
to 147 4, the lowest since 19DS, when
that stock was on a seven per cent.

According to reports, a con
siderable part of today's sales for
London, which included the private
transfer- - of short term notes. was
caused by the desire of British invest-
ors to participate in the new war loan.

Reading's strength and activity, to-
gether with advances in other coal
shares, furnished one of the few fea-
tures of the day. Lackawanna added
another seven points to yesterday's
gain, making a total of 15 points in
two days. Baltimore and Ohio and
St. Paul also rose moderately, and
shares of minor roads, including Rock
Island, Western Maryland and Minne-
apolis and St. Louis gained one to four
points.
