SATURDAY'S MARKET.

Reading Was Dealt in to the Extent of
About 50,000 Shares.

New York, June 26. Strength in in
vestment shares and renewed weakness
in secondary railway issues and United
States Rubber furnished the opposing
movements of today's brief but fairly
animated session. Buying of Reading
was the most impressive feature, tran
sactions in that stock aggregating
about 50,000 shares, or 25 per cent, of
the whole, at a maximum gain of 3
points. Except for timeworn rumors
which hinted at important develop
ments, there was nothing of a tangible
character to account for Reading's rise.
Other high grade railway shares were
in moderate demand at advances of a
point or thereabouts, and U. S. Steel,
Amalgamated Copper and American
Smelting, together with a few war spe-
cialties, also reflected absorption, some
of which probably came from the needs
of the interest.

U. S. Rubber added 3 points to its
recent sharp setback, declining to 51

2, against 66 1- -2 at the week's open-
ing, on persistent reports that the divi-
dend is to be cut, if not entirely passed
at next week's meeting of the directors.

Missouri Pacific responded to unof-
ficial statements outlining the proposed
"friendly reorganization," which is said
to involve a drastic scaling down of ex-
isting issues, by selling at 7, a fraction
above its low price of the year.
