Washington, July 15 —President
‘Wilson . and Lansing pre-
pared today the draft of a note on
submarine war to be submitted to the
cabinet tomorrow and to be sent to

- Contents Safeguarded.

Beygnd the fact that the positfon
: taken by ths United Statea in
its previons notes will be reiterated,
no information was forthcoming at
alther the White House or state de-
partment concerning the probable
contents of the new note.

President Cautioned Counsellors.

The president cautioned those with
whom he counselled to refrain from
discussing the note in advance of its
despatch to Germany and White of-
ficials particularly requested the cop-
réespondents to avoid speculations in
details at this time because the char-
acter of the document had not beem
finally determined.

Note Comparatively Brief.

The note, it is understood, will be
comparatively brief, expressing the
conclusions of this government as a
resuit of Germany's failure to give
the assurances asked for in previous
notes; namely, that the lives of Amer-
feans traveling on the high seas
bound on lawful errands abroad unre-
sisting and unarmed merchantmen, be
not endangered.;

As yeot, the case of the British liner
Ordunn, attacked by a German sub-
marine, has not bean brought officially
to the attention of the state depart-
ment. Becretary Lansing sald today
he had expected word from
the American passengers aboard but
if this falled to arrive in another day
or two he would request o of the
departments of the governmlent to in-
stitute an Investigation to obtaln ac-
curate information the in-
cident.

RHODE - ISLAND HAS
POPULATION OF 535836

Providence Leads Cities with 247,660 —
Westerly Passes 10,000 Mark.

Providence, R. L, July 19.—The pop-
ulation of the state of Rhode Island
on March 1, 1915, was 596,528, a galn
of 53,223, or 98 per cent. during the
past filve years, according to figures
made public today by Colonel George
H. Webb, commissioner of industrial
statistics. The Increass in the last
five years was 8 per cent. less than
the Increase from 1905 to 1910,

Providence leads with a population
of 247,660, a gain of 23,534, or 10.4 per
cent. It is interesting to note, says
the report of the commissioner, that
the per cent. gain in Providence from
1910 to 1915 is almost twice as great
as is the galn shown for the same pe-
riod in the city of Boston,

The population of the six cities in
Rhode Island amounts to 424,137, or
71.1 per cent. of the entire population
of the state. Pawtucket ranks second
with a population of §55,385; Woon-
socket third with 40,075; Newport
fourth with 20,419; Cranston fifth, with
gg::;o. and Central Fulls sixth, with
