enlightened. . A letter from Dr. J. B.
McCord. in charge of the American
Board's hospital and dispensary in
Durban gives a good idea of tbe etsog
gle between light and darkness In his
part of Africa and shows what kind
of a field it is for an energetic, de-
voted Christian physician: "In Durban
we are sadly lacking In the privations,
dangers, etc., such as Dan Crawford
and his wife experienced tn Central
Africa. We live in what I think is
one of tbe most beautiful cities of the
world; --the tram car comes to within
three minutes' walk of my door; we
have the telephone, electrio light,
daily delivery of mail, or rather two
or three times a day, and all the bene-
fits of a modern civilization, and a
healthy location and ideal climate If
you like it a little warm. The city baa
a very good class of residents and we
have made a great many friends In
Durban and Natal. '

"But we are not living here forthe
sake of enjoying the advantages of
civilization but because Durban is the
center of things along this Southeast
coast of Africa. Here in Durban live
some twenty thousand natives, mostly
working in the city. Here converge
the three railroads vif Natal, the North
Coast, the South Coast and the Main
Line, which bring my patients to me
from all parts of NataL Although I
live tn Durban and have my dispen-
sary and hospital here you must not
think that I do not work among- - tbe
veriest heathen. in South Africa. Many
of my patients have never seen, a white
face before they set out to see the
doctor. About half my patient are
tbe blanket heathen from the country
twenty to two hundred miles away
from Durban. . About one-ha- lf are
dressed e from our mission sta-
tions or near them. In the .morning
service In dispensary, many natives
bear the Gospel who have never been
to school or or to an out-
door preaching service.' even, and who
have never heard of the Gospel before.

INHABITANTS OF THE SHORES

OF THE ADRIATIC

Are a Much Mixed. Backward and
Strangely Superstitious People.

(Special to The Bulletin.)
Washington, D. C, July 21. "X

much mixed, backward, and strangely
superstitious people are those who
dwell alone: the western shore of the
Adriatic Sea," according to a bulletin
issued by the National Geographic
Society today, which sketches the
latest folk ta be brought upon the
battle frontier In their pleasant

stretching from
Triest to the southern tip of Dalmatia.
Continuing, the bulletin says:

"Greek colonies and Roman muni-cipi- a;

Byzantian officials and sick
Franks abandoned on the rocks of Zara
by Crusaders; Italians exiled during
the centuries of strife among their
petty States or brought thither by
trade ventures; the flood of Slavonian
and, later, of Ottoman Invasion; all
these are the elements of the people
living along Austria-Hungary- 's sea-coa- st.

Franks, Byzantians, Croats,
Bosniaks, Turks, Hungarians, Genoese,
Neapolitans, Germans, and, of first im-
portance. Venetians have ruled various
parts of this coast at different times.
The heavy ground-ton- e of this shore
people is Slavonian, but there is be- - .

sides a Jumble of almost every other
racial element under the sun. i

"From Triest, downward, the Slavon- - I

ians predominate. Iatin writers noted
that these Slavonian tribes knew no j

form of monarchal government, b-.- ;

that all matters of the tribe were
dealt with by a common national couc- -
ciL And today the individual Dal-
matian and lstrian is one of sturdiest
independence. These Slavonians wor-
shipped a god of thunder, sacred
groves; nymphs, and genii, special --

powered beings, of all descriptions; and
they still do many odd fetish services
though more Christian peoples, of more ;

simple and abundant faith, are not to j

be lound.
'Vampires, diabolical ghosts, witches,

Vilen,' and vengeful spirits are held in
great respect througout this country,
and the folklore is rich in their doings
and in the common mortal's philos-
ophy of in a world
filled with such discouraging things.
The Alp, or nightmare, is a bitter old
maid, recognizable by her garb, who
sits on the back or breast of the sleeper
and torments him, mayhap fatally. She
cannot, for some reason or other, sit
upon the sleeper's side, and so the true
Dalmatian never thinks of sleeping inany other way than on his side.

"The vampire pursues his peculiar
Dalmatian orgies in the guise of a man-
or woman, lately dead and of faulty
existence, and ia said to 'be merely a
human skin filled with blood and cov-
ered with a shroud. This creature
waits at nigfat along byway 3 . and
graveyards for his victims, and, also,
at times, rattles the window shutters
or throws down tiles from the roof.
A thorn --stick1 for 'thrusting the
vampire through' is a means of pro-
tection found adequate through exper-
ience. It is. moreover, unusually dan-
gerous to call to a vampire.

"Witches arc bad weather creatures;
their evil Is unfettered only with the
storm and mist. Ti kill them, one
throws three grain of corn and a wax
candle at the lightning fcfefore the
thunder sounds. Thus, they are best
killed while the storm Is yet a great
way off. Vilen' are maids, with horse's
hoofs. Mostly these "Vilen,' or wood
creatures, are good and tolerant of
human happiness, 'but they have a
fatal tendency for stealing handsome,
new-bor- n children. The newly arrived
baby, therefore, in a Dalmatian district
frequented by "Vilen' is closely watched
untu baptism, when the abductors
are powerless.

"To preserve their 'vineyards from
summer hail, the peasants throw salt
and shredded garlic at the black
clouds. In order to force the vines
to bear fruitfully, children are taken
into the vineyards on Innocents' Day,
when they switch the vines and sing:
Bear, bear fruit, pretty vine, else will

I cut oft thy bead,' This exhortation
is said to be very effective. To spill
wine on one's self is (Treat luck, and a
luck often enjoyed along the rocky
coast, to meet a viper In the house is
also good luck; while the birth of black
lambs or the entering of a house left
foot first, on the other band, are sad
misfortunes.''.

The medical work therefore bas a
distinct place in the evangelistic
work of the mission.

However the work of the medical
department is more an Indirect in
fluence in tbe way of . "undermining
superstition, gaining the good will of
the people and educating them along
lines of health, etc. It was this Idea
of education of the natives along the
lines of health and sanitation that led
us to organize a class of nurses four
years ago. Our first class finished
their course a year ago and now all
have positions, one of them in a gov-
ernment hospital in Pietermaritzburg,
and our second class of eeven girls is
now well under way.

"The work in dispensary and hos-
pital occupies pretty well my whole
time and leaves me little for country
visitation and touring, though that is
a branch of the work that bas. great
possibilities. I weuld like to go from
station to station, spending a week at
each, and to get at the people in their
homes, to come into closer touch with
them and find the cases of hopeless in-
valids, many of whom could be fully
healed by an operation or a littleproper attention. One man with a
motor car could do a tremendous
amount of good, physically and spirit-
ually. In such work and it would keep
him more than busy.
