of the fact-tha- t it must be done now
or never, it cannot be denied that it
Is makipg much progress in its cam-
paign Against Russia. Against , that
country the Teutonic forces are wag-
ing a stilt fight, which may or may
not 'lead up to a decisive victory.

Ever since Russia took Przemysl
and pushed into the Carpathians only
to meet -- with reverses, it has been
steadily driven backward. It has been
unable to check the German onslaught
and even now it is impossible to tell
Where it Is going to stop. By the cap-
ture of the Gallclan capital Russia was
greatly elated and it apparently over
looked Its equipment and ammunition
resources in the sudden move that
was made, to invade Hungary. As a
result of that oversight it now finds
itself not only on the defensive, but
on V run with its handicaps still
making It Impossible to make a sue
cessful stand. The loss of important
points in quick succession , shows the
strength that Germany has massed for
its blow in that direction. Russia
is not being given the opportunity to
recover from its plight. Its weakness
is realized and every advantage is be
ing taken of it with the . result that
the abandonment of Warsaw c and Po
land is indicated.

This. must naturaH7.be viewed by
the allies as a distressing situation
but; if reports are true 'Russia is in
no worse a box because of ammunition
shortage than Turkey, and as long as
it continues to retreat in good form
until it can again get onto its feet it
has a chance to redeem itself.-- When
that will toe Is most uncertain,' "but Its
experience emphasizes the 'importance
of --the slow but sure campaign .which
Italy is conducting.

STORIES OF

Unions Helping In Germany.
From the beeinnlnr of tha wnr the

pGerman trade unions have proved a
strong neip, rather than a hindrance,
to the government In its efforts to
secure the highest efficiency in output
of the various necessities-o- f warfare.
The Cologne Zeitung devotes a long
article to a tribute to the work of the
unions. It says, in part:

"Among the many surprises anddisappointments which the present
war has brought our enemies, a lead-
ing place Is taken by the unanimity
with which the German nation, irre-
spective of party and of class, pick
up the gauntlet that was thrown down
before it. Our foes reckoned withcertainty that the dislike of war among
the great masses of the people, and
the consequent opposition to militarismby the Socialists in the Reichstaz.
would gravely tamper the mobiliza
tion or the Army and Navy and lead
to a weakening of the German forces.
All these calculations proved erroneous.

Even among the worklna- - classes
complete recognition prevails that our
enemies were bent on the destruction
of Germany the same Germany thatnas done more than any other civil-
ized state for the welfare of the work-
ing classes, especially by means of itsmagnlflcient system of national In-
surance.

"The trade unions the vast majority
Of which are normally in direct oppo-
sition to the government and the Par-
liamentary majority, have frankly de-
clared that the widely-ramifi- ed social
Institutions in Germany bind the Ger-man workmen more closely to national
lire as a whole than is the case with
the English or French worker. And,
Indeed, the enemy states are so be-
hindhand in this respect that the Ger-
man workman does not find it hardto remain a German in body or soul.
The feeling of community with the
German Empire thus strengthened by
social legislation bas caused the ren--
resentatives of organized labor the
trade unions to set aside since the
outbreak of war all trade union in-
terests and to throw into the scale
their whole strength for the purpose
of bringing to a victorious issue a war
forced upon the German nation.

"In regard to industries which havetaken over the preparation of war mu-
nitions, the trade unions made ar-rangements to mobilize all the laborrequired partly by establishing courses
of instruction In the new work, andthus ensuring the highest efficiency
In output. Whenever interests ofstate have demanded a special increasem laoor. 1, e, longer working hours,
the trade unions have put no hindrance
In the way. All strikes and wage agi-
tations were instantly cancelled,
while the employers, on their part,
suspended all lock-out- s. To avoid
fresh disputes between the masters
and the men, the unions bave specially
supported the arbitration committees.

"The unions have, of uru suf
fered severely from the war, in thattheir subscriptions have fallen off, ow-
ing to the calling up of members formilitary service. On April 80, thisyear, the number of trade union
members who represent 11 per cent,
of all organized labor serving with
the colors was 958,241, or 41.7 per
cent.

The feeling of - solidarity .between
masters and men. which has been, so
brilliantly demonstrated here, and the
ouispoaen will or the trade anions to
work hand in hand- - with Abe authoritiesana employers to surmount all eco
nomio difficulties consequent of thewar, is due to the rapid adaptability
and to the drastic changes which have
taken place in our whole economic
life. Difficulties that eeena Insuperable
have 'been overcome with easex This
unity of effort guarantees tOse economio
victory, and at the same time
strengthens conviction of the Ger-
man .nation In a happy issue of the
war.

but nevertheless subtly inaccurate.
Today there is none of that. The mem
ory of the events from the thirty-fir- st

of August to the fourth of September,
1314, is still too living, too real.

At the station, albeit tourists as yet
are infrequent for Senile is in the
zone of the armies there is a group
of small boys with nnexploded shells
under their arms and pockets full of
rifle bullets, flattened against the
cathedral wall, to sell as souvenirs.

It is a shock to realize by actually
seeing that the Germans really were
so close to rana as cseniis. Tnegreater part of the Parisians them-
selves will not believe It frankly do
not believe it even yet. When the war
is over and they begin to move about
a bit, they have a number of shocks In
store for them not the least of which
will be administered in Senlis.

(Tor it is one thing to read about the
destruction of property, the burning
of houses, and all the rest of the hid
eons history with which this war is
indubitably stained in Belgium; Bel-
gium to the average Parisian seems
very far away. It Is quite another mat-
ter, not to read about, but to go and
see it see the burned buildings, the
o&tterea cathedral and the looted
houses, so close to Paris.

The tourist to general will find thegreatest interest in the wrecked and
burned houses to be met at every turn.
Like Lille and Lou vain, and so many
hundreds of towns and cities in France
and Belgium, the greater part of the
ae8truction or semis was due, not so
mucn to oomoardment as to the In
cendlary bombs with which the in
vading troops were supplied. House
after house is a mass of twisted iron
and heaped debris, the wreckage, not
or artillery, but of fire. The cathedralan edifice dating from the twelfthcentury, of the lightest gothic beauty
01 line and form, bears the scars es
peclally Of Infantry fire, which has
made its walls resemble a piece of old
wood furniture, in which myriads of
worms have bored their holes.

The ruined houses of Senlis will be
rebuilt. The mere age of the Cathe
dral will eerve to cover its wounds.
But the humble, final testimony of thecentury will remain to recall the tragic
days of 1914. Here there is a long row
01 graves, eacn marked by a wooden
cross, tne whole surrounded by a black
painted wooden fence, as if to set themapart as something a little more sacred
than the rest. Each grave has its
crowns of bead-wor- k immortelles
each its vase of fresh flowers, renewed
from day to day. though few of those
buried In this strange earth are of
Senlis. Indeed, there are quite
number of crosses upon which appears
tne significant legend:.

"Here lies a soldier of the th
Riflemen. Unidentified." x Nor are
these graves the least well kept. Each
has its vase of fresh cut llllies; above
tne oreast 01 each unknown, some
gentle hand has planted a tiny bay
tree, tnat already is growing bardily.

Thirty-seve- n of Crack Regiment Re
main.

Late In February the Fifth Royal
one of the crack Canadian regiments,
1404 strong, left Montreal, en route
for England and the great European
war.- - Less than four months later,
after-wee- ks In the trenchea at Yores.

"Whenever the two have
been together French and English and
Canadians It nan been the latter two
who have had to bear the brunt of the
work.

"The Belgians, on the other hand.
have proved the finest little fighters in
the world. If the French, were any-
where near as good with their num-
bers, the war would be over."

THE WAR PRIMER
By National Geographic Society

"Gnds Is the nort of Aoulleia, situ
ated on the island sand dunes at the
outermost edsre of the Venetian Lagoon.
It is a more important village today
than the city that it formerly servea.
and once bitterly rivaled. Grado, at
least, has some present renown; for the
products of its saralne ana conceiving
factories enjoy a bright reputation in
northern Italy and along the wcet Ad
riatic, while they are favoraDiy known
as far in the interior as Vienna.

"Grado was founded in 461 A. D as
a naval harbor, when AQuilela became
a naval station In the tottering rtoman
Tr.mr.ir, After the fall of the Empire,
Grado came .under the power of the
Venetian Republic, There followed
generations of rivalry between Grado
and Aquilela the two cities are aooui
seven miles apart this struggle rep-
resenting the struggle of the empire
against Venice. From 175 to 1451,
Grado was the seat of a patriarchate,
later removed to Venice. It still pos-
sesses a cathedral built in 454 by the
Patriarch Niceta.

"Grado has a ed fishing
Industry, that largely gives employ-
ment to its 3,500 Inhabitants. It is a
square town, with narrow streets, pic-
turesque buildings, numerous court-
yards, and many testimonials of
brighter bygone days. It is built on
one of the leland-chal- n that stretches
from the mouth of the Ison so to that
of the Brenta, toward Venice. Many
of its present buildings are slight huts
of reeds, the' homes of Its Adriatic
fishermen. Most of the people of Grado
are Italian-speakin- g. During recent
years, the city has developed a certain
interest as a watering place."

Osowiee. Opposing as stubborn a
resistance to the armies of the invader
as did the Austrian fortress of Prs-emy- el,

the Russian fortress of Osowiee,
which forms the subject of today's
description of places important In the
war tone by the National Geographic
Society, has withstood the attack of
troops and siege guns borough months.
To the west and to the east, the Ger-
mane have advanced deeper Into Rus-
sian territory, but the fortress of
Osowiee still continues to check the
enemy's progress along an Important
path.
