It will take
him and the two member of his crew
and a moving picture operator and

ence supplemented toy the visible his-
tory recorded ta kht film. The Safe-
ty First is the name of the seven
ton cruiser, and it ha been building
at West Mystic for months It is ot
the lifeboat type, and is designed to
ontttv the went tempest or typhoon
that may happen alon.Captain Ceegrove M going to make
this voyage around th globe to show
that It can b don in a craft of such
meagre dimensions, though h realise
the difficulties which lie in the haz-
ardous trip, and know th chances
that he takes' in losing bis life in any
one of the long voyages over the
stretches of the Pacific and other
oceans. But he believe in the stabil-
ity of the Safety First, and has all the
confidence in the world that the tiny
vessel will carry him and his party
safely back to port again, after many
month of battling with the sea of
every cltme.

The captain win take the lifeboat
cruiser, which Is the first boat of the
kind to be built on strictly lifeboat
plans, to the Great Lakes, and at Buf
falo will take his wife aboard. She will
complete the party of five which ia
destined to make Itself famous or
never be heard from again. -

He will enter the Mississippi river
and go to the Gulf of Mexico, and on
down the coast of Central America to
Panama. He will pas through th
canal, and make the trip up the west
coast to San Francisco, where ha ex-
pect to arrive in November.

The first great cross-wat- er leg ot
the world-Journ- ey will begin in Jan-
uary, when the Safety First will pass
out of the Golden Gate, headed for
the Hawaiian Islands. t,75 miles dis
tant. Then the crafe will journey into
the south' seas and return before the
broad south Paclfio will be breasted
again for a cross-wat-er run. From
Honolulu the captain wiU lay a direct
course to YoyoKaha, Japan, a distance
of 3,800 miles. He will carry about
1.800 gallons of gasoline,' plenty of
food, and will make no part or stop
until be arrives at that place. From
there he will determine his further
wanderings to the safety STrst, wtilcn
will include Australia and New Zea
land. '

built to keep the sea in any weather
and is as unsinkable a it is --possible
to make a boat.
