AT CHELSEA PARADE.

Five Foot Concrete Footpath Around
Three Sides.

In the past Jew weeks the workmen

MAY USE AUTOMOBILES
ON RURAL ROUTES.

Under-Certai- n Conditiona Impoaed by
Post Office Department

The local post office has received an
order from the department at Wash-
ington in which the department makes
certain provisions for the use by ru-
ral carriers of automibiles in covering
their rotea The order is as follows:

"Automobiles may be used by, rural
carriers in serving their routes when
the tonoKranhv of the country and the
condition of the roads permit of their
uninterrupted use Tor an extendea pa-
rlor and the mall can be properly con-
veyed but in each each case express
authority for the use of an automobile
must be obtained irom tne depart-
ment.

s"In requesting such, authority post-mastV- rs

shall state the months in
which the route can be served by an
automobile and the schedule under
which the-servic- e can be performed.
From January 1. 1916, the use of mo-
torcycles and bicycles on rural routes
will not 1 be permitted."
