Popular-Vegetab- le Easily Obtained In

Most --Markets Peppers Eaten Alone
- and VYithwMany Kinds of Food.

- Sweet garden.- - peppers, either green
or. after they have turned color, are
deservedly popular vegetables, whoso
use has become common throughout
the United States rather recently.
Another name for 'this vegetable is
pimiento. Sometimes - It is called
pimento, though this Is not correct
pimento really means allspice. Sweetpeppers can be grown easily in thegarden and are a common market
crop. They should have a place in the
home vegetable plot, along- with the
sharp red peppers used for seasoning,
pickles, etc, which they resemble In
all respects except flavor, beinar mCd.
'where the red peppers are biting.

Sweet peppers may well be planted
generously, for they have many uses
on the table and any surplus may be
canned. Good methods for this pur-

considerable "care v la taken
large numbers of bacteria. 'may find
their way into the milk during theprocess of milking. Cows should be
milked in clean, well-light-ed stables.
After grooming- and before milking,
toe udders, flanks, and bellies, of the
cows should be carefully wiped with
a damp cloth ' to remove any duet or
loose hairs which might fall into the
milk pail. Only those persons who are
free , from communicable disease
should' be allowed to handle milk or
even enter the stable or dairy house.

After the cows are prepared tor
milking each milker should thoroughly
wash his hands and put on a pair of
clean overalls and a Jumper or wear
a suit which Is used for no other
purpose. The suit must be kept clean
and occasionally sterilized with steam
or by boiling in water. The milking
stool must also be clean, to avoid soil-
ing the milker's hands.

The small-to- p milk pail is a neces-
sity in - the production of clean milk
as It presents only a small opening
into which dust and dirt may fall
from the air or from the cow's body.
It has been found by experience that
the use of this kind of pail greatly
reduces the number of bacteria in
milk from average dairies. Many
types of milk pails are for sale, but
any tinner can convert an ordinary
pall into a small-to- p pail by the ad-
dition of a hood.

Milkers should be allowed to milk
only with dry hands. The practice
of wetting the hands wUh milk is a
filthy habit and is liable to .cause the
cows' teats to chap in thewinter time.
Milking " should be done Quickly and
thoroughly,, with 'no violent Jerking of
the teats. After each cow is milked
the milk should be removed im-
mediately to the milk house.

The milker should remember al-
ways that he is handling a human
food which is very easily contaminated.
Soap, clean water, and towels must be
readily accessible. The hands should
be washed after milking; each cow.

Orange Rust of Blackberry.
This fungous disease appears in the

spring on the under sides of the
leaves. It forms there an orange, red.
or rusty color. The reddish dust
which is so easily shaken from the af-
fected leaves is spores. The presence
of these colored Spore-mass- es is ex-
ternal evidence that within the stems
of the canes, bearing affected leaves,
are the feeling-threa- ds of the fun-
gous. These threads live in the canesJfrom vear to rear. Hence it is use'
le.:a to spray. The only successful
wav of combating the rust Is to prune
ort :; id burn all affected plants.

Further tSie
package should in every instance be
well filled. The buyer is very quick
to notice shortness in measure, or any
deflciencv in a well-topp- ed or rounded
finish, in small fruit, such as the
Raspberry, particular attention should
be given to have every berry in per-
fect condition. For the best effect,
and for particular markets where the
grower haa steady customers, the ber-
ries should be graded into two sixes.
This is to give uniformity to the
fruit, and will .make the package more
attractive.

tractiveness of a package of fruit sells
it. The customers are attracted
through the eye, and everything that
aids in making the package.attractlv
win, increase the .value of the fruit
ndease .In selling.
It does not pay to-pac-k lnfei lur fl ult

with good fruits, for it Invariably
works against the reputation oz the
grower. Too little attention to uni-
formity In packing and grading win
often, result, in a lossrtother grower.

A Fin Looking Hen But She Does
Not Lay.

Id the poultry raising department of
the current Issue of Farm and Fireside
appears an account of a drone hen.
This hen looks fine but she is no use
as an egg-produc- Following are
some facts about her:

"This hen laid only 78 eggs during a
full year after her first egg.
. "Her full sister laid 203 eggs In her
pullet year, beginning when four
months and five days old. Several
other sister did nearly as well.

"Her mother has a record of 119
eggs, and her father la fully ss well
bred for heavy qual-
ities.

"This drone hen was hatched March
14. 1912, and when mature weighed 7
pounds and 3 ounces. She is normal
in every way except she refuses to lay
well.

"Her first egg was laid December 17,
1913, when nine months old. She be-
gan to molt the following October, and
laid no more until the spring of 1914."

Sweet --Corn and Field Com For 6i1ag
A. B. writes as follows: "I have a

patch - of sweet com and another of
field corn. How shall I put the corn
Into the silo? My own Idea would be
to put in first a load of sweet then
one of field. Would It be better to
try and alternate first a bundle of one
then a bundle of the other?
- The kind of corn has nothing to do
with the manner in which It Is handled
The only thing A. B. needs to be con.
cerned about is the matter of matur-
ity. Some people have tbe notion that
different kinds of corn ngust be alter-
nated, but this is entirely unnecessary.
Sweet corn makes fully as good silage
as field corn. Our advice Is. watch the
respective crops and when one Is ready
to go into the silo put it In; and later,
when the other crop Is mature, put that
In. It would oe rather unusual to have
both sweet and field corn come on at
the same time, and unless both have
reached the proper stage of maturity
loss wm result, immature corn aoes
not make good silage.

In reference to th . advantages of
using only mature corn for silage pur-
poses. Prof. W. W. Eaten of Storrs,
says: "The maturity of the corn pre-
sents one of the mosilmportant factors
connected with, silage. This one factor
alone will determine whether there will
be' one-thi- rd of it lost la th-sil- or
only lt
