The around in the north of
the government has beea fought over
a number of times, and just recent
ly have the Germans swept over the
first line of defenses toward the
Southwest and ths southeast A de
scription of this Interesting battle
amphitheatre has been prepared by
the National Geographic society. It
is as follows!

"Ths government of Ixmzha Is one
Cf the dreariest regions in Russian
Poland.- - Extensive marshes spread
over much of KS area, particularly
following ths bank of th Narew
Hver, as it winds Its way southwest
toward its confluence with the Vis-
tula north ef Warsaw. Ths Bug
forms the southern boundary of thegovernment and is one of the last
obstacles to a march on Warsaw
from ths north. Ia parts of its
course, the banks of the Bug are
worn in dee pterraces, and. likewise,
the bed' of , the Karw Is cut in
parts a to give th country a hilly
appearance. Clayey, wire-grass-tuc-tsd

swamps fill ia much of the
monotonous picture of this region
with dingy rust and brown. .

"Just to ths north of the govern-
ment lies ths Masuren lake region of
Bast Prussia.

proper," says the latest statement is
sued by the National Geographic so-
ciety upon the war geography of Eu
rope. "The country traversed by ths
River Bug offers many advantages for
obstinate defense. Along much of its
course, the river's banks are very dif
ficult, and the country beside for long
stretches la heavily wooded. Ex
tremely bad roads, and lake, pond and
marsh by the way add to labors of
military advances here.

"This river forms one of the strong
est lines of defense in the west of the
Russian empire. A network of feed
ing railways are laid to pour men and
munitions into any sector of this line
from any interior point in the empire.
From Petrograd to Odessa, railways
converge upon the River blur. Fur
thermore, the river line is paralleled
along its entire Russian Poland course

Just as Germany s eastern frontier
Is paralleled by a railroad, passing
from the fortress In the north Oso-- 1
wiec, through Bielostok, Ejeluk, the
fortress Brest Litovsk. Korel, to Vlad-
imir Volynsk, in the south, just beyond
the Gallcian frontier. Another branch
of this railway runs from Brest Lit-
ovsk close beside the river, finally
crossing the Bug and terminating at
Kholm.

"The Bug rises in Gallcls, about SO

miles east of Lemberg; flows west to
KamTonka Busk, about 29 miles east-northe-

of Lemberg, and then turns
north-northwe- st to the Russian bor-
der. In Russia, for a great part of
its course, it flows north along the
eastern borders of Poland. Northeast
of Warsaw, it leaves the Polish border,
turns west and joins the Vistula river,
25 miles northwest of Warsaw, at the
powerful fortress of Novo Oeorgtevsk.
To its Junction with the Vistula, the
Bug jravels 450 miles, more than 900
miles of which are navigable. From
Brest JUtovsk. it is navigable for
larger river boats, while above the
fortress it Is navigated by barges aad
rafts.

"In peace times, a considerable traf-
fic is carried on upon the Bug. It is
a very important factor In ths Rus-
sian lumber trade, great rafts of logs
being floated down its course from
the rich forests that line Its upper
reaches. Grain, fowls principally
geese, for the quality of which the
Polish peasant is widely noted and
cattle are also traafsported on the river.
The Bug is connected by waterways
with the interior of Russia, and its
water-born- e freight can be sent into
southern or northern Russia, as well
as into Germany. Canals connect th
Bug with th Prlpet. and thus, with
the Dnieper river and Crimean land,
and with the Niemen river.

"The Bug river offers one of th best
lines in the west for th quick and
uninterrupted concentration of Russian
armies and their supplies. It also
re?ces the amount of frontier to be
held by a great number of milea an
advantage, however, shared in by
friend and foe. Still, a falling back
upon this line would necessitate the
surrender of Warsaw, one of th rich
est manufacturing cities ef Russia, of
Innumerable industrial towns ana vu-lare- a.

and Of - tens of thousands of
acres of richly productive farmlands.
Russian Poland beyond the Bug. is
an industrial center of ths --Muscovite
empire, a great granary, ana an im-
portant source of leather and beef.
