New Tork, Aug.' 2. In view of the
recent eccentric performances of the
market last week with Is furious spec
ulation in a lew volatile tavorltes and
evidences of their instability at the
high prices to which they were ele-
vated, - traders were in ' doubt at the
opening today which way , to turn.
There was no inclination to attempt a
further spectacular marking up of
the war stocks. Public buying of these
issues fell off and the amount of orders
accumulating . opposite the weak end
was the smallest of several weeks. The
Initial tendency was to take profits
when opportunity offered, rather than
add to the load of speculative holdings
and the rather quiet opening was
marked by small changes.

The list moreover, was stronger
presently as it became apparent that
the war shares were holding well and
there was no great pressure In any
quarter. Trading was no longer con-
centrated in a group of favorites, but
expanded to all classes of stocks. A
comprehensive rise followed, contin
uing tnrough the flay with no severe
setback.
