According to Medical.Examiner Lee
the fracture could in no way have-bee-

caused by a fall, a blow delivered with
great force and by a blunt weapon be-i- n

the only way that the fracture could
have been produced. Such an exten-
sive fracture as that which killed Groot
would not permit him to walk a half
dozen feet before collapsing, so that
he could not have walked from a house
to where he was found after having
received the blow.

This is the second highway job that
has been' done in Kev London within
a week.

. William .Groot, about J2 years of ape,a sailor of the coast guard ship Itasca,

London early Friday afternoon from
fractured skull as the result of a mur
derous assault about 1 o'clock Friday
morning. - Groot was found in Tilley.
Bu-ee- mew Xjonaon, aoout X.BO Friday
morning, : unconscious and suffering
from a fracture of the skull, evidently
uuunta oy a neavy Diunt instrumentIn the hands of some person unknown.
The police have been at work on themystery, but up to late Friday had not
found the assailants.

All Indications point to the fact thatthe man waa assaulted, but the motiveis not known. Oroot did not regain
consciousness after the attack.
