STATUS OF NEUTRALITY

ABOUT WAR SUPPLIES

Defends Right of American Exporters
to Send Munitions to Belligerents

Flat Repudiation of Allegations.

Though framed in diplomatic lan-
Buage, and entirely friendly in tone,
the reply is understood to repudiate
flatly the suggestion that the United
States has permitted viglations of neu-
trality and to stand firmly upon the
right of American exporters to send
war supplies to belligerents able to
purchase and recelve them. The United
States always has held thdt this is an
unguestioned right under internstiomal
law, and high officlals here pointed
out that to prévent such shipments to
one country because another was not
in a position to recelye them would in
itself be a violation of neutrality.
Precedents also have Dbeem recalled
where in previous wars Germany and
Auwstria Imported arms extensively.

What Austria Wanted,

The Austro-Hungarian pote, handed
to Ambassador Penfleld on June 29,
was a4 lengthy document, setting forth
the views of that government and
suggesting that the United States
might redress the state of things com-
plained of by informing the enemlies
of Austro-Hungary that the supply of
foodstuffs and war material to them
would be suspended unless jegitimate
trade in these articles between Ameri-
canse and neutral countries was per-
mitted.

Military Authorities Refuse to Allow
Food to Enter the City,

Mexico City, July 31, via Vera Crux,
Aug. 8, and Laredo, Texas, Aug. 10.—
(Delayed in Transmission.)—Eight
deaths by starvation, all children, were
reported by the police station of the
Second ward today. The general hos-
pital also veported deaths by starva-
tion, althgugh the number was not
made public.

A police court record In the Second
ward ‘sas brought to the attention of
the American Hed Cross representa-
tivea today as illustrative of the ex-
treme misery prevailing among the
!lz‘::r ciasses because of the want of

A woman was brought into court
charged with stealing a dog. The
magistrate ened to the story of the
complainant and then to the defendant,
whosa plea was that the animal was
stolen for the purpose of killing it and
feeding it to her children. The judge
dismissed the accused.

Despite the distressing conditions,
the Red Cross representatives and the
foreign relief socleties have been able
to do very little because the militory
authorities refuse to allow food to en-
ter the city.

Red Croas officials now have & sup-
ply of beef and beans sufficlent for
750,000 liters of soup. Already appli-
cations have come from 60,000 persons,
and the present supply will last no
longer than a fortnight.

Cases of death of starvation ares be-
ing daily reported to the Red Cross
headquarters. A number of dJdeaths
have been reported from an orphan
home here and patients In other state
Institutions are said to be slowly dying
because of mal-nutrition.

Brownsville, Texas, Aug. 10. —Tni-
ted States cavalrymen and Mexicans
fought again today, this time near
Mercedes, Texas.
