BILLBOARD LICENSE
BEARS ON THEATRICAL8

Managers Msy JTake Their Tryeuti
Somewhere Else Than In Cenneeti
out - .

. Because of the "billboard act,"
passed at the last session of the gen-
eral assembly, providing for the li-

censing of billboards at a fee of one
cent for each square foot New York
theatrical managers may abandon
Connecticut as a trying-o- ut place for
their productions. The law says that
no advertisement occupying wii than
four square feet of space upon real
property, except that upon which
goods are manufactured or offered for
sale, shall be allowed until a license
is obtained from the secretary of the
state to display such an advertisement
and that the fee for the license shall
be one cent for each square foot. New
York theatrical managers say that this
is a tax on posters and outside dis-
play advertising that it is illegal and
that they will try out their productions
elsewhere, rather than pay the li-

cense fee. The law went into effect
Aug. L - .

"It looks like a bad .theatrical year
In the Nutmeg state," said the New
York (Morning- - Telegraph yesterday
"the wording of the law caused con-
siderable laughter along Broadway
yesterday, embodying as it does, - the
necessity of making application to the
secretary of state for all advertising
matter that runs over the prescribed
four square feet The application
must .also contain . and embody the
location of the property in the city,
town or hamlet; its distance from the
state highway, railroad, otrblie park
or navigable rive from which it may
be readable, and a charge of one cent
for each square foot over four square
feet."
