They are a part of the new agricul-
tural mobilization: reservists whose
aid the Ministry of War has accorded
the farmers to aid in the harvest.
Some of them belonging to Territorial
classes who followed agricultural pur-
suits in civil life, have been formed
into squads, under the command of a

officer, and are sent
to all farmers in turn, who make ap-
plication for their assistance through
local ccmmunal authorities. In some
instances the farmer agrees to give
them food and lodging, but no pay.

Arrived at their destination, oft
come the heavy coats, bandana hand-
kerchiefs are placed under their small
caps, and singing a harvesting chantey,
the work of reaping and binding be-
gins.' Military discipline still pre-
vails: the farmer transmits his wishes
through the officer, who issues orders
in precisely the same voice as st par-
ade.

In the larger fields American har-
vesting machines may be seen drawn
by slowly moving oxen: horses as well
as masters are fighting. Speaking of
the help given by the soidlers. one
farmer said: "Yes, it has been very
kind of the Ministry of War to give
us this assistance, as without it part
of our crop would have gone to waste.
My wife calls the men "Blue birds."
not alone because of the color of their
tunics, but because of the good cheer
they bring."

Sowed Grain Too Thickly.

What does the special city
meeting called for Monday to vote on
the issuance of bonds mean? Is it
another step in the destruction of the
beauty of our city, a work which has
already been well started. Our splen-
did trees are scattered all over the
city forming arches over many streets.
These trees are a heritage to us from
the past and a priceless possession en-
trusted to us to hand down to the next
generation. We have only to view
the magnificent old elms of over a
hundred years old in Norwich Town
to know that our trees in the city
have years before" them if they are
properly cared for. If destroyed,
money wfll sot replace them.

If it is a question of trees or side-
walks it is far better to let the
sidewalks go. If these granolithic
walks mean the destruction of our
trees, let us lay a harmless kind.

The present method of cutting off
the roots and laying the cement close
to the trees, thus keeprrig out all
moisture and making them victims of
high wind storms, is totally different
from that pursued in other cities
where the destruction of trees is not
practiced. It is not necessary to trav-
el far to see thriving trees and good
sidewalks, spaces "left around thetrees and roots allowed to remain.
There is a good sample in Westerly
in front of the United States post of-
fice.

In Boston on Warren street, one
of the main streets of Roxbury. thereare trees m tne middle of the side-
walk, also on Warren avenue there isa large elm in the middle of the walk
around which pedestrians are glad
to we Ik. There are street cars on
both these streets. These axe only two
of many instances in Boston.

In that state, as well as the rest

of New England there has been a ter-
rific drain upon the herds of all class-
es by the hoof and mouth disease epi-
demic. The losses have run well up
into the thousands and represent a
substantial money loss as well as the
depleting of blooded stock throughout
this section. Conditions are greatly
improved until there is at present no
evidence of the disease, but there is
need for precaution. There is no bet-
ter place for the spreading of such
disease than at a cattle show and ii
would require only the presence of
one sick animal to expose the whole
entry list and they in turn distribute
it over a wide territory.

In v recognition thereof and with a
view to protecting the cattle of Xew
England at a time when they need it
the Massachusetts officials have act-
ed and it appears that they have act-
ed wisely and as an offset to the lost
attraction it is a valuable suggestion
that is made that horse shows be
arranged to take their place.

A TEST AT'GALVESTQM.
The' details are coming in slowly

concerning the havoc which was
wrought ty the tropical storm at Gal
veston and along the gulf coast. It
is to a certain extent a repetition of
the great losses that were suffered in
the previous inundation of the city.

Though everyone would have been
satisfied to have gotten along without
it. it has furnished a test for the con
trivances of man which were built for
the purposes of furnishing protection
against loss of life and property from
lust such a cause. And to a certain-- l

extent the seawall which was built
along the water front of the city has
demonstrated its effectiveness. It has
not entirely eliminated loss, but it has
unquestionably minimized it and indi-
cates that Galveston has done good
work in the right direction. The forces
of nature seldom work twice alike.
They are difficult to combat and while
the seawall was battered down for a
short distance and the four million
dollar causeway damaged in spots the
concrete construction for the greater
part has stood the test well. It is un-
questionably in that direction that
Galveston must continue to look for
protection.

The conditions of that locality have
not been overcome, but the test has
shown the weak spots and furnished
the evidence upon which future pro-

tective work must be based. Galves-
ton has reason to feel that its safety
from storms like that which has just
visited it lies in the same form of
construction as that which has been
found so effective" where earthquakes
are prevalent. '
SUFFERING FROM HANDICAPS.
By the capture of Kovno the Ger-

man forces continue to make progress
in their campaign in the east. While
not a decisive victory for the Invaders
inasmuch as the Russians have re-
treated without serious loss it is nev-
ertheless a forward movement of much
importance in the evident plan of cut-
ting the Russian forces off from their
line of communication with Petrograd.
And even though the armies of the
czar continue to withdraw in good
form it makes it evident that that
country does not consider Itsejf In a
position to offer successful resistance
to the onward rush of the Teutons.
It is to be believed that the Russians
are not as yet sufficiently equipped
with 'he necessary means of stopping
the enemy and that they are still suf-

fering from the shortage of arms and
ammunition which was so clearly dis-
played during the early days of the
Galician retreat.

It was on this line of defense which
the kaisetfs forces have started in to
capture that the Russian generals in-

dicated that "they were prepared to
offer " successful opposition, but the
rapidity of the movement by the Ger-
mans evidently finds them still im-
properly prepared. ,

No better lesson could be given: to
Russia of the importance of adequate
railroad communication than that
which has been furnished by the ad-
vancing foe. It has experienced a
handicap in this respect which the
enemy recognized and prepared against
and when the time comes that Russia
can turn its attention thereto it is
bound to make up for past neglect.

ers. "

the sentence of Frank which
required the calling out of the mil-
itia to insure proper protection, but
when he declares, as his San Fran-
cisco speech indicates, that the people
of that state are ready to offer vio-
lence to1 him on his return, it dis-
closes a lawless condition which no
state should be willing to tolerate, tr
say nothing about boasting over. No
credit is reflected upon the mayor of
Atlanta or his fellow citizens by' their
endorsement of the Frank lynching,
but rather does it show the need for
a thorough housecleaning down there.
Georgia has no respect for its own
laws or itself. It is a menace to the
whole country.

COTTON AS CONTRABAND.
The determination of Great Britain

In cooperation with the other allies to
place cotton on the contraband list
has not come without long considera-
tion. It was for the purpose of avoid-
ing this step out of consideration ta
this line of business in this country
that there was passed the order in '
council. Conditions which have fol-
lowed, however, have failed to accom-
plish the desired ends. The methods
pursued have not resulted in
the desired restrictions, but rather
have they resulted in complications
and an unsatisfactory handling of the
commerce in that commodity both
from the standpoint of the shippers
and from the military viewpoint of
Great Britain and its allies.

What is desired is to shut off the
enemy from its supply of cotton and
measures adopted up to this time have
not been successful, inasmuch as mil-
lions of bales have reached the op-
posing belligerents through the neutral
trade. The necessity of excluding cot-
ton is greater in this war than in
those of the past, because of the im-
portant part it plays in the manufac-
ture of explosives, and with neutral
countries importing far beyond their
normal requirements it can be read-
ily appreciated that Great Britain is
not far wrong when it recognizes that
this surplus is finding its way into
the hands of the enemy.

The idea of making cotton contra-
band is naturally disconcerting to the
Kaisers who have undergone & long
period of uncertainty, but with the
establishment of fixed rules for its
treatment and obtaining a greater con-
trol over the commodity it strikes a
blow at the enemy while the shippers
will know just what they have to
contend with.

GUARDING THE CATTLE.
