He returned
this, evening by train after having
broken some presidential precedents.
He had been lost ' on the road, had
lunched unannounced in the public
dining room of a Philadelphia hotel,
strolled through the streets of the
business section of Philadelphia, rode
back to Washington in Republic rail-
road car and driven to the White
House in a hired automobile: took
only Dr. Grayson, his naval aide and
physician, into his confidence about
the trip and other White House off-
icials did not know where he had gone
until after his departure.

Vice President Marshall Declares It
Could Be Done Without Loss of

Kansas City. Mo., Aug. 20. Vice

"I do not believe in forced military
training," Mr. Marshall said. "It
seems but boys and
young men could be trained in the
high schools and colleges without loss
of time. In case of war the United
States would need many officers to
train volunteers. I can think of no
better place to train officers than in
the schools of our country.

Thirty-fiv- e Cases in Families Who
Received Milk from Two Dealers.

Providence, R. L. Aug. 20. Thirty--
five cases of typhoid fever in the

All of the cases were in fam-
ilies receiving milk from one of two
dealers. The license of one dealer
was suspended.

Dr. C. V. Chapin, superintendent of
health, said today that there was a
total of 47 typhoid cases in the city
and that it was probable that there
would be at least 70 within a few
days.

70,668 Ton in Nina Days.
The recrudescence of submarine ac-

tivity becan on August 12 and in the
week endtrT August 18 the British
admiralty reports officially, thirteen
vessels cf a total tonnage of 22,970
were sunk. e.Nvea of thorn fcy under
water craft and two by mines. This
makes a total known loss of 70,663
tons of shipping in nine days.

Ten of the vessels sunk in the past
two days were British, three were
Norwegian and ore was Spanish. The
total tonnage known to have been lost
Friday was 6,674 and Thursday it
was 21,024.

The largest vessel whose loss has
been confirmed was the Arabic of
15,801 tons. Reports that the Lap-
land of 17640 tons and the Nicosian
of 6,369 tons, have been sunk have
not been verified. The fate of the
Dunsley, 2,956 ret tons, reported tor-
pedoed Jupt before the Arabic was
sunk, has not been definitely determ-
ined. The British press association
has denied the retorted loss of the
Bovic of 6,500 tons.

Torpedoed Friday.
Under-wat- er craft torepdoed Friday

the British steamer Restormel, 2,113
tons; Baron Brskine, 5.685 tons; City
of New York, 2,790 tons; Samara,
8,172 tons; Gladiator, 3,359 tons; Bit-
tern 1,797 tons and the Ben Brachie,
3,908 tons, a total of 22,729 tons.

GERMANS REPORT CAPTURE
OF 8500 RUSSIANS

When Field Marshal Von Hindenburg
Took Novogeorgievsk.

Berlin, Aug. 20. )By wireless to
Tuckerton, N. J.) The statement giv-
en out today by the German army
headquarters is as follows:

The army of Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg took Novogeorgievsk, the
last stronghold of the enemy in Po-
land, making prisoners of more than
85.000 Russians among whom were
six generals. The number of cannon
U.JtusincaaJtfid tomorethan 700.
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of the crew lost their lives when tieWhite Star liner Arabic was torpedoed
and sunk by a German submarine off
Fastnet yesterday morning. Nine
other passengers are missing and are
believed to have perished.

The two Americans who went down
with the ship were Mrs. Josephine
Bruguiere of New York and Edmund
E. Woods. The former was thrown
into the water and was kept afloat forsome time by her son Louis, who was
forced to relinquish his hold when he
was struck by a piece of wreckage.
Nothing was seen of Woods after the
steamer was struck.

Crew Members Died at Post.
Most of the missing members of the

crew belonged to the engineers staff.
They remained at their posts and went
down with the ships.

Captain Finch and the other officers
of the Arabic assert the submarinegave them no warning. They de-
clare the torpedo was fired as they
were going to the rescue of the steam-
er Dunsley which had Just been tor-
pedoed, presumably by the same sub-
marine.

Splendid Descipline Maintained.
That the loss of life was not much

heavier was due to the preparations
made by the officers in view of the pos-
sibility of an attack while passing
through the "war zone" to the fine
weather which prevailed and to thesplendid discipline maintained by thecrew. Life belts had been placed on
the docks and the lifeboats swung
out. As soon as the ship was struck
rafts were flung over the side. Many
of the passengers and crew who were
thrown into the water climbed on
board these rafts or were d raged
aboard by persons already upon them.

The Americans who reached Queens-tow- n
were cared for by the United

States consul. With the other pas-
sengers they left Ireland for England
tonight. They lost all their baggage
and many of them wore borrowed
clothing until the-- consul had provid-
ed for them.

A POSSIBLE CAU8E
FOR THE SINKING

Arabic Had Changed Her Cou
Germans May Have Thought It m

Hostile Move.

Washington, Aug. 29 Tension in-
creased in official quarters here to-
night when consular message for-
warding affidavits of American sur-
vivor of the British liner Arabicbrought definite Information that the
vessel was torpedoes without warn-
ing and that at least some Americans
hod been lost.

It seemed that but one point re-
mained to be cleared up whether the
Arabic attempted to ram the sub-
marine or whether a change of the
liner's course to assist the already
sinking British steamer Dunsley near-
by was misinterpreted by the German
submarine commander as a hostile ap-
proach.

The attitude of the American gov-
ernment for the moment is receptive,
anxiously awaiting accurate details andreserving Judgment aa to whether the
action was "deliberately unfriendly".

The final decision rests with Presi-
dent Wilson. .
