"Despite all that has been
said and written during recent years
about, the prevention of explosions,"
says Mr. Rice, "it must be admitted
that unsatisfactory progress has been
made in this country in lessening the
number of dust explosions. Out of
100 typical mines examined in one
state, only fifteen were taking any
precautious, and in only a few of these
was there enough systematic humid-
ifying or watering "to give reasonable
assurance that the apal dust, always
present m a coal mine, was rendered
nonignitable.

"Perhaps the reason better protec-
tion is not sought in bituminous mines
in general is that coal dust is every-
where and its presence and danger
are frequently forgotten. The risk
of en explosion seem to a mining man
like the chance of being struck by
lightning, yet the chances are greater
than that, as indicated by the toll
of mine explosions in this country,
which has varied in recent years from
400 to 1.100 deaths per annum.

"No better illustration of the ad-
vantage of carefulness can be found
than in the mines of Belgium. In
those mines great instantaneous out
bursts of inflammable gas from the
measures into the mine workings are
frequent, sometimes smothering the
men, yet for the last twenty years no

( explosions of any magnitude have oc
curred through ignition of the eras.
though prior to 1893, when less pre
cautions were taken, there had been
many great disasters.

The adoption of preventive
measures is largely in the hands of

sives or by an open light.

Comparatively few of the coal
minee of the country are frankly ack-
nowledged to be gaseous, and singu-
larly enough, since the bureau's work
was Inagurated in 1908. only a single
explosion disaster has occurred in m
mine in which safety lamps were ba-i-ng

used prior to an explosion.
- "The reason for greater Immunity
from explosions in mines that are or-
dinarily considered dangerous because
of the presence of firedamp is thatgreater care is taken in all respects.
Vigilence is not relaxed, open lights
and the use of matches Is forbidden,
permissible explosives are exclusively
used, and the ventilation at the work-
ing places, at the face. Is carefully
maintained."

Mr. Rice outlines In his report a
series of ed "Rock dust . bar-
riers" as a means of stopping ex-
plosions that have started. These
barriers coneist of shelves filled with
stone dust and placed at certain points
In the mine. The idea is that tha
force of an explosion will raise the
stone dust into a cloud and as there Is
nothing in the stone dust to burn, the
explosion Will be choked and smoth-
ered. Mr. Rice, who refers to these
devices as secondary safeguards, has
already tried them out with success
in the bureau's experimental mine,
and they have been patented for the
benefit of the mining public.

"It is observed by the field engineers
of fhe bureau that the unexpected
presence of gas is a meat Important
factor in the starting of mine explo--
siona In many a ed nongaseous
mine, gas issued in small feeders at
the face in some part of the mine, as
a matter of daily occurrence, yet open
lights are used in such a mine. Thi
is particularly a source of danger In
those Alabama, and Oklahoma mines
in which much firedamp is found. Al
so there are many mln-s- . douhUe:
