NEED PROPER MEANS OF DE.
FENSE,

Even the fact that there is a feel-
ing of satisfaction In Washington over
the bellef that the threatened break
with Germany will be prevented, and
the indications ars that the polley
which has been maintalned by the ad-
ministration will succeed, does not call
for relaxing one jota In providing for
the necessary defense for this country
in case of war. It Is to be earnestly
hoped that the outcome of the trouble
yvltb Germany over its submarine pol-
icy will be as anticipated, but it has
served, nevertheless, to bring this
country to a realization of its poal-
tion and the inadequate provisions
::.hich have been made for defending

Secretary Garrison long ago set
forth the needs of the army. He call-
ed attentlon to the size at present and
urged that more attention ba given
to bring it to the proper standard.
Ha found much opposition to his SUg-
Eestions at the time, but there has
been a noticeable change of attitude
since it was reallized that he knew
what he was talking about. With
Secretary Danlels {t was different, He
was confident that the navy was In
the pink of condition and while it
didn't take long for it to be shown
that there was a weakness in several
directions which was not pralsewor-
thy, foreign conditions have served
to awaken him to what preparations
for adequate defense means. He now
realizes the shortcomings and it is
gratifying to note that in his latest
statement upon the situation he nays
he will call for a miilion doliars from
congress to brace up the submarine
branch and for authority to construct
aeroplanes. His experience has im-
proved his insight and it is believed
that congress will be ready to do its
part in giving the country the army
and navy defense that it needs. It
is time for it. It is necessary for peace.

UNWISE REGULATIONS.

 Following the suffocation of the
wife and c¢hiidren of “General Pershing
at the Presidio, the government’s res-
ervation at San Francisco, the claim
that such a loss was due to the reg-
ulations which provent the calling of
the city’s fire department until a bluze
gets beyond the control of the soldiers
is due for a rigid investigation. This
18 not the first Instance where lives
have been lost in a similar manuner
and under tho snme restrictions.

A sufficient trial, it would appear,
has been given to the regulations to
show that they are against the safety
of those who occupy the government
property. Either the soldiers are nrot
efficient fire fighters and are not able
to handle the work as it should be
dene or elSe they are belng called
upon to do more than should rightly
be expected of them. With repeated
instances where llves are lost In fre
under thelr protection, and where the
services of men who are skilled In
that kind of work could be had by
amply calling for it, it seems to be
tima for discarding any prejudice
which there may be in the matter
and do the utmost in protecting the
lves of the people.

The idea of walting until a fire gets
veyond control before calling for such
help Is dangerous. Even where lives
are not concerned it {s too often lable
‘o result in a much larger loss than
is if more help than was needed was
an the spot ready for any emergency,
wnd when it comes to lives they are too
preclous to be carelessly sacrificed be-
muse of unwise regulations,

A FOREGONE CONCLUSION.

Following the attitude which he
nanifested througho the hearings,
there is nothing surpr in the re-
»art which Chairman Whglsh of the
rdustrial relations commission makes
vhen he attacks the Rockefeller Foun-
iatlon and ke funds of Jarge size
vhich have been set aside for the ben-
it of mankind, and deciarea that they

strengthen Institutions and systems
which look to the extension of educa-
tion.

COUNTRY OR POLICY.
It is a question just what the ad-

nishes a matter for serious consider-
ation.

It is a situation which presents the
welfare of the country on ome hand
and the policy of the administration
on the other. The support of the for-
mer means the abandonment of the
latter and it remains to be seen which
has the stronger clalm. The treasury
condition s such that in the opinlon
of one of Its officlals a larger war tax
will be necessary to avoid financial
rocks and with this situation faced
it appears to be nothing short of dan-
gerous to continue that policy, which
has been found so diametrically op-
posite to what it was claimed would
follow by putting it into opearation.

It means an acknowledgment that
the free trade plan has not worked
out as its advocates promised. The
country has experienced a shortage
of funds and the people have not cb-
tained any reduction In the cost of liv-
ing. That which is necessary for the
protection of industry and the opera-
tion of the government has been
wasted through the adoption of a
wrong policy. The test has been suf-
ficlent to admit and correct the harm-
ful =ffects,

NAVY NOT A REFORMATORY,

It Is difficult to understand by the
sentence which has been imposed upon
a young man in New Jersey as to just
what an opinion the judge of that court
holds of the navy of the United States
and what sort of a standard he thinks
is or should be maintained there. For
the offense committed the prisoner
was given his cholce of thirty days
in jall or enlistment Iin the navy.
Whether this can be interpreted as
meaning that thirty days In jall will
accomplish what a term of service in
the navy would or vice versa is to be
doubted. The only enlightenment
thrown upon this point is the state-
ment by the judge, who sald that he
took that course for the benefit of the
boy and not for that of the navy.

This is not ,the first instance where
a judge has sought to burden the navy
with the task of reformation, That a
high- standard of discipline is main-
tained in the navy is thoroughly ap-
preciated, but it is not for the pur-
pose of handling those who have
shown that they possess a disposition
to disobey lawful requirements. Many
& wild and headstrong youth may have
jolned the navy and galned much ben-
efit therefrom as well as proving a val-
uable acquisition for the service, but
the idea that it can be made the dump-
ing sround for courts to get rid of
cases which may appear somewhat
troublesome should not prevall, and
when it comes to permitting such en-
listment those charged with such du-
ties are warranted in giving more at-
tention thereto than accepting the
prisoner at the suggestion of the court,

“THE WAR PRIMER

By National Geographic Soclety

“The Government of Minsk, whose
bhorders German armies are approach-
ing on three sides, north from Kovel,
east from Brest Litovsk, and south
from Vilna.' forms the heart of White
Rusasia and one of the most desolate
regions in the European division? of
the Tsar's empire,” says a war primer
issued today by the National Geo-
graphic Soclety. “The Government of
Vilna, half over-run by Teutonlc in-
vaders bounds Minsk In the north;
Grodno Government bounds it im the
west, and the Government of Volhynia
in the south. 'With the fall of Brest
Litovsk, there s no other powerful
fortress on the western line until
Bobrulsk, a first-class fortress 150
miles northeasst of Pinsk or 240 miles
northeast of Brest, Litovsk, is reached.
This fortress lies behind the great
White Russian swamps.

“Somewhat rolling and hilly in the
northwest, by far the greatest part of
the government, however, Is taken up
by lowlands and marshes. These dreary
mareh stretches reach far to the north
beyond the borders of the government,
and in the south almost the fortress
of Rovno, which lies west of Galician
Lemberg. In the west, these marsh
lands reach to Brest Litovsk, and, to
the east, they spread into the govern-
ments of Vitebsk, Mogilef, Smolensk,
Chernigef and Kief. Drainage of these
fever-swampe and useless sponge-
lands has been effected to a small ex-
tent by a system of canals and other
works. There still remain, however,
great areas where the floating land lies
altogether waste and quite impassable.

“Minsk has an area of 35,281 square
miles. The highest point in the gov-
ernment, in the northwest, ls found
in 8 narrow range of hills, which, ris-
ing between 500 to 1,000 feet, form the
divide between the Black Sea and Bal-
tic waters.

“The Pripet River crosses the gov-
ernment from west to east, draining its

swamps to the Dnieper, while the
Beresina crosses It [from north to
before the fortress,

south, passing

Bobruiek, which, with the swamp lands
before, forms the central link in the
Russians' new Jline of defense. The
Beresina now takes tha®place of the
Buﬁ, and Bobrulsk that of Brest Lit-
o

“The marshes often cover hl\mdred.l
of equare miles of cheerless country,
with lakes and muddy ponds inter-
spersed. There are many sareas of
treachérous sands that go to make the
region an unusually dangerous one for
those unacquainted with the paths that
thread its labyrinth. Joined in the
maze of peat-bog, morass, quicksand,
swamp, pond and lake are vast forests,
of dense growth, cavernous and black.
These heavy forests have glven the
region one of the names by which it
fs best known—the Polgsie, meaning
“the Woods.," It i= timated that
swampy and morass lands take up
about 22 per cent. of the gevernment's
area, while 40 per cent. of Its area
is clothed with water-logged, sponsy
forest land. The marshy forsst trees,
while very dense, are stunted, and
consist of pine, birch and aspen.

“This part of Russia, together with
the parta of White Russia that reach
beyond the border of Minsk as part of
the marsh and swampy land, Is ex-
tremely poor. It is a country plagued
with malarias, other fevers and mostly
useless soils. The Russian govern-
ment's work of reclamation has greatly
