IS TO ADVERTISE
INVESTMENT TAX.

Stats Trsaswrsrs Office Finds That
ths Return Amply Justifies tha Ex-
pense.

Stats Treasurer V. B. Chamberlain
In making arraagsrasnts to advertise
ttva time lor tb payment Of ths
four-mi- ll Investment tax. This la ths
third year in which ths plan of adver
Using has been employed to increase
ths revenue from this source. Ths
result In ths past two years has real
ized ths expectations of ths officials.
The first tims ths payment of the-- tax
waa advertised was in 1913. There
wag an incraas af 120,000 In lbs
amount received aver tha previous
year. Tha officials aaw it was evident
that- - ths iacreasw was due to adver
tising and in 1914 tha advertisement
was inserted in a greater number of
papers. Tha result waa shown in an
addition of 170,600 to ths revenue
from tha tax. Treasurer Chamberlain
will advertise Mors generally this year
than during th two previous years.

It was apparent to ths treasury
officials that, ther were a number of
persona in ths stats who neglected topay ths tax through forgetfulness as
fflacli as anything else and that If
their attention waa' called to ths law
they would pay-- Ths thought sug
gested Itself to tb officials that news
paper advertising about ths time of
paylug tbe tax might bring a larger
return to the state. Tha suggestion
was adopted with results that were
entirely satisfactory. The Increase in
tb revenue from the' tax was greater
m ths year that tha time of payment
was first advertised, than it was for
the seven years previous. The nextyear the Increase ' was nearly four
time as great as fur ths preceding
septennial penoa.
