DYESTUFF SITUATION
AND CHEMICAL INDUSTRY

Teo Be Taken l:lp_by hg;ntc of the De-
partment of Commerce,

New York, Aug. 3#—Not only the
dyestuffs situation but every phase of
the chemical industry will ba taken up
by the agents of the department of
commerce sent here by Secretary Red-
field to investigate condltions in those
trades caused by the war. Dr. Thomas
H, Norton, the chief investigator, who
bezan work here today, sald:

“We are anxious to see how we can
utllize the coal Industry, In which we
are now wasting products worth one
hundred miilion dollars.

products. Unfortunately, benzol aund
carholie acid are used largely in ex-
plosives, with the result that these

products are mostly taken up by the
ammunitlon factories.

“The potash problem Is large. We
import annually from Germany 315.-
600,000 worth of potash, while off the
const there are supplies of kelp, which
are believed to have a value of $150,-
000,000, now going td waste. We have
at our doors enough potash to meet the
demands of the world and to supply
the needs of our crops, tobacco, grain
and other produce in the way of fer-
tilizer. We have always been depen-
dent on Germany f{or potash.
