WIND AND GYPSY MOTH.

Government Investigations Show That
tha Larvae of the Pest Are Blown
Considerable Distances Inte Pre-
vious Uninfested Territory.

That the wind is chlefly responsible
for the general spread of the BEYPsY
moth in New England is the conclu-
slon reached as the result of an in-
vestigation c[;.rri-d on by the depart-
ment of agriculturs in 1918 and 1914,
the report of which has Just been pub-
lished as Bulletin No. 273. It has been
found that In the last forty years the
pest has gained an average of § miles
& year toward the northeast in con-
sequence of the southwest winds which
prevall in New England during the
season most favorable for the dissem-
Ination of the moth larvae. To the
northward, the gain has been at the
rate of 2 1-2 miles per year, while in
other directlons the spread has been
slower,

To prevent this spread contilnulng
the badly infected areas near the bor-
der, says the report, must be brought
under control. This can bs accom-
plished either by natural enemies or
by hand methods, or by both. In the
infested territory, its naturaj enemies
are now performing important ser-
vices, The quarantine on lumber Pro-
ducts, Christmas trees, nursery stock
and stone from the infested territory
is also, it is belleved, an effective pre-
caution agninst the spread of the
into - other sectlons of the United
States. The necessity for hand work
on the borders of the Infested arsa
is, however, emphasized by the evidénc
of the great part that the wind plays
in disseminating the larvae. The max.
